3001 ENTITLEMENT

300101. Officers may become entitled to an Initial Uniform Allowance
and/or an Additional Active Duty Uniform Allowance as reimbursement for the purchase
of required uniforms and equipment as prescribed by this chapter.

300102. Effective December 6, 2000, both the Initial and the Additional
Uniform Allowances were increased. However, there was no corresponding increase to
the value of the amount that restricts concurrent payment of both allowances. The
restriction on paying the Additional Active Duty Uniform Allowance in subparagraph
300302.A., below remains in effect and, at present allowance levels, effectively precludes
the payment of the Initial and Additional Uniform Allowances concurrently.

2. Repl ace the sentence under the heading for section 3002 wth

the foll ow ng:

3002 INITIAL UNIFORM ALLOWANCE

Officers of the armed forces are entitled to an initial uniform allowance as
provided in this section.

3. For clarification, revise subparagraphs 300201.A. and C. to

read as foll ows:

A. Upon first reporting for active duty (other than for training) for a
period of more than 90 days. (A member entering active duty as an officer in a Regular
Component upon ROTC graduation after October 12, 1964, is considered to have entered
on active duty for more than 90 days).

C. Upon completing 14 periods of inactive-duty training as a member
of the Ready Reserve. (Each period must be of at least 2 hours duration).

Officers of Reserve Components, officers of the An-ny or Air Force of the United
States without component, and ROTC graduates appointed in the Regular Components
are entitled to an additional active duty uniform allowance as provided in this section.

SUBJECT: Increased Uniform Allowances for Officers

Section 610 of the Floyd D. Spence National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year
2001 amends title 37 of the United States Code, sections 415 to increase the maximum one-time
initial uniform allowance payable to officers from $200 to $400. It modifies section 416 to
increase the maximum one-time additional uniform allowance payable thereunde: io officers
from $100 to $200. Effective immediately, this increases the current amounts payable to the new
statutory maximums.

The new rates will be published in a forthcoming change to the DoD 7000.14-R, Volume
7A, “Military Pay Policy and Procedures Active Duty and Reserve Pay,” February 2000.
