TERMS OF REFERENCE

CONCEPT DEVELOPMENT AND EXPERIMENTATION MULTINATIONAL INTEROPERABILITY WORKING GROUP (CDE MIWG)
The Concept Development and Experimentation (CDE) Multinational Interoperability Working Group (MIWG) will facilitate and promote the synergistic development of future concepts for coalition operations.
The MIWG will identify opportunities for multinational collaboration in advanced developmental concepts and present recommendations for consideration by the MIC.  The MIWG is responsible for exploring, refining, verifying, and validating any recommendations developed through the national CDE efforts of MIC member nations.  For the purposes of this Group, multinational is defined as an activity involving two or more member nations.  Due cognisance is to be taken of the CDE activity outside the MIC.
The CDE MIWG will schedule their meetings to coincide with the other MIWG groups but may hold additional meetings, as considered necessary, to prepare for the MIWG and also to support other CDE objectives.  The CDE MIWG may also convene subject matter ad-hoc groups to pursue specific issues, where the attendance of subject matter experts may be necessary. The activities of the CDE MIWG and subject matter groups will be coordinated by a Multinational Operations Cell (MOC), based at USJFCOM, that will also provide administrative support to the CDE MIWG.  The MOC will comprise USJFCOM J9 personnel and the resident National Liaison Officers (LOs) from the MIC member nations.  Nations without LOs resident at USJFCOM may wish to nominate an appropriate individual to represent their interests in the MOC.

The U.S. Joint Forces Command (JFCOM) J-9 will be the initial chair for CDE MIWG activities.  This role may rotate as deemed appropriate by the MIC.

The CDE MIWG roles and responsibilities will include but will not be limited to:

· The preparation of validated CDE recommendations for presentation to the other standing MIWGs and the MIC, as appropriate

· The development and maintenance of a collaborative CDE strategy for MIC member nations

· The facilitation and promotion of designated multinational CDE initiatives

These Terms of Reference are to be reviewed by the CDE MIWG at regular intervals to ensure they reflect the agreed responsibilities and current MIC tasking. Any changes to the CDE MIWG Terms of Reference are to be submitted to the Capstone MIWG for approval.
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
