This notification provides the Combined Security Transition Command—Afghanistan
(CSTC-A) Financial and Activity Plan (FAP) for the FY 2013/2014 Afghanistan Security
Forces Fund (ASFF), provided by division C of Public Law 113-6, Department of Defense
Appropriations Act, 2013. Consistent with the law, this plan will be executed utilizing the
two-year obligation period expiring September 30, 2014.

This FAP accounts for $4.946B, a reduction of $178M to the $5.124B FY 13 Appropriation
for DoD reprogramming action FY13-09 PA. This FAP enables CSTC-A to meet
operational needs in training, equipping, providing infrastructure for, and sustaining
Afghanistan Defense and Interior Forces and Related Activities consistent with valid
requirements.

This revised spend plan includes one new requirement and accounts for some price
changes since the July 2014 Financial and Activity Plan:
