Labor hours incurred to perform tasks for which labor qualifications were specified in the contract
will not be paid to the extent the work is performed by employees that do not meet the qualifications specified in the
contract, unless specifically authorized by the Contracting Officer.

(4) The hourly rates shall include wages, indirect costs, general and administrative expense, and profit. Fractional
parts of an hour shall be payable on a prorated basis.

(5) Vouchers may be submitted once each month (or at more frequent intervals, if approved by the Contracting
Officer), to the Contracting Officer or authorized representative. The Contractor shall substantiate vouchers
(including any subcontractor hours reimbursed at the hourly rate in the schedule) by evidence of actual payment and
by--

(i) Individual daily job timekeeping records;

(ii) Records that verify the employees meet the qualifications for the labor categories specified in the contract; or
(1i1) Other substantiation approved by the Contracting Officer.

(6) Promptly after receipt of each substantiated voucher, the Government shall, except as otherwise provided in this
contract, and subject to the terms of paragraph (e) of this clause, pay the voucher as approved by the Contracting

Officer or authorized representative.

(7) Unless otherwise prescribed in the Schedule, the Contracting Officer may unilaterally issue a contract
modification requiring the Contractorto withhold amounts from its billings until a reserve is set aside in an amount
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that the Contracting Officer considers necessary to protect the Government's interests. The Contracting Officer may
require a withhold of 5 percent of the amounts due under paragraph (a) of this clause, but the total amount withheld
for the contract shall not exceed $50,000. The amounts withheld shall be retained until the Contractor executes and
delivers the release required by paragraph (g) of this clause.

(8) Uniless the Schedule prescribes otherwise, the hourly rates in the Schedule shall not be varied by virtue of the
Contractor having performed work on an overtime basis. If no overtime rates are provided in the Schedule and
overtime work is approved in advance by the Contracting Officer, overtime rates shall be negotiated. Failure to agree
upon these overtime rates shall be treated as a dispute under the Disputes clause of this contract. If the Schedule
provides rates for overtime, the premium portion of those rates will be reimbursable only to the extent the overtime is
approved by the Contracting Officer.

(b) Materials. (1) For the purposes of this clause--

(1) Direct materials means those materials that enter directly into the end product, or that are used or consumed
directly-in connection with the furnishing of the end product or service.

(1) Materials means--

(ii) Actual cost of any modifications necessary because of contract requirements.

(3) Except as provided for in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause, the Government will reimburse the Contractor for
allowable cost of materials provided the Contractor--

() Has made payments for materials in accordance with the terms and conditions of the agreement or invoice; or

(i1) Ordinarily makes these payments within 30 days of the submission of the Contractor's payment request to the
Government and such payment is in accordance with the terms-and conditions of the agreement or invoice.

(4) Payment for materials is subject to the Allowable Cost and Payment clause of this contract. The Contracting
Officer will determine allowable costs of materials in accordance with Subpart 31.2 of the Federal Acquisition
Regulation (FAR) in effect on the date of this contract.

(5) The Contractor may include allocable indirect costs and other direct costs to the extent they are--

(1) Comprised only of costs that are clearly excluded from the hourly rate;

(ii) Allocated in accordance with the Contractor's written or established accounting practices; and
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(iii) Indirect costs are not applied to subcontracts that are paid at the hourly rates.
(6) To the extent able, the Contractor shall--

(i) Obtain materials at the most advantageous prices available with due regard to securing prompt delivery of
satisfactory materials; and

(ii) Take all cash and trade discounts, rebates, allowances, credits, salvage, commissions, and other benefits. When
unable to take advantage of the benefits, the Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer and give the
reasons. The Contractor shall give credit to the Government for cash and trade discounts, rebates, scrap,
commissions, and other amounts that have accrued to the benefit of the Contractor, or would have accrued except for
the fault or neglect of the Contractor. The Contractor shall not deduct from gross costs the benefits lost without fault
or neglect on the part of the Contractor, or lost through fault of the Government.

(7) Except as provided for in 31.205-26(e) and (f), the Government will not pay profit or fee to the prime Contractor
on materials.

(c) If the Contractor enters into any subcontract that requires consent under the clause at 52.244-2, Subcontracts,
without obtaining such consent, the Government is not required to reimburse the Contractor for any costs incurred
under the subcontract prior to the date the Contractor obtains the required consent. Any reimbursement of
subcontract costs incurred prior to the date the consent was obtained shall be at the sole discretion of the
Government.

(d) Total cost. It is estimated that the total cost to the Government for the performance of this contract shall not
exceed the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule, and the Contractor agrees to-use its best efforts to perform the
work specified in the Schedule and all obligations under this contract within such ceiling price. If at any time the
Contractor has reason to believe that the hourly rate payments and material costs that will accrue in performing this
contract.in the next succeeding 30 days, if added to all other payments and costs previously accrued, will exceed 85
percent of the ceiling price in the Schedule, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer giving a revised
estimate of the total price to the Govermment for performing this contract with supporting reasons and
documentation. If at any time during performing this contract, the Contractor has reason to believe that the total price
to the Governmient for performing this contract will be substantially greater or less than the then stated ceiling price,
the Contractor shall so notify the Contracting Officer, giving a revised estimate of the total price for performing this
contract, with supporting reasons and documentation. If at any time during performing this contract, the Government
has reason to believe that the work to be required in performing this contract will be substantially greater or less than
the stated ceiling price, the Contracting Officer will so advise the Contractor, giving the then revised estimate of the
total amount of effort to be required under the contract.

() Ceiling price. The Government will not be obligated to pay the Contractor any amount in excess of the ceiling
price in the Schedule, and the Contractor shall not be obligated to continue performance if to do so would exceed the
ceiling price set forth in the Schedule, unless and until the Contracting Officer notifies the Contractor in writing that
the ceiling price has been increased and specifies in the notice a revised ceiling that shall constitute the ceiling price
for performance under this contract. When and to the extent that the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule has been
increased, any hours expended and material costs incurred by the Contractor in excess of the ceiling price before the
increase shall be allowable to the same extent as if the hours expended and material costs had been incurred after the
increase in the ceiling price.

(f) Audit. At any time before final payment under this contract, the Contracting Officer may request audit of the
vouchers and supporting documentation. Each payment previously made shall be subject to reduction to the extent of
amounts, on preceding veuchers, that are found by the Contracting Officer or authorized representative not to have
been properly payable and shall also be subject to reduction for overpayments or to increase for underpayments.
Upeon receipt and approval of the voucher designated by the Contractor as the ' completion voucher" and supporting
documentation, and upon compliance by the Contractor with all terms of this contract (including, without limitation,
terms relating to patents and the terms of paragraph (g) of this clause), the Government shall promptly pay any
balance due the Contractor. The completion voucher, and supporting documentation, shall be submitted by the
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Contractor as promptly as practicable following completion of the work under this contract, but in no event later than
1 year (or such longer period as the Contracting Officer may approve in writing) from the date of completion.

(g) Assignment and Release of Claims. The Contractor, and each assignee under an assignment entered into under
this contract and in effect at the time-of final payment under this contract, shall execute and deliver, at the time of
and as a condition precedent to final payment under this contract, a release discharging the Government, its officers,
agents, and employees of and from all liabilities, obligations, and claims arising out of or under this contract, subject
only to the following exceptions:

(1) Specified claims in stated amounts, or in estimated amounts if the amounts are not susceptible of exact statement
by the Contractor.

(2) Claims, together with reasonable incidental expenses, based upon the liabilities of the Contractor to third parties
arising out of performing this contract, that are not known to the Contractor on the date of the execution of the
release, and of which the Contractor gives notice in writing to the Contracting Officer not more than 6 years after the
date of the release or the date of any notice to the Contractor that the Government is prepared to make final payment,
whichever 1s earlier.

(3) Claims for reimbursement of costs (other than expenses of the Contractor by reason of its indemnification of the
Government against patent liability), including reasonable incidental expenses, incurred by the Contractor under the
terms of this contract relating to patents.

(h) Interim payments on contracts for other than services.

(1) Interim payments made prior to the final payment under the contract are contract financing payments. Contract
financing payments are not subject to the interest penalty provisions of the Prompt Payment Act.

(2) The designated payment office will make interim payments for contract financing on the [Contracting
Officer insert day as prescribed by agency hiead; if not preseribed, insert **30th"] day after the designated billing
office receives a proper payment request. In the event that the Government requires an audit or other review of a
specific payment request to ensure compliance with the terms and conditions of the contract, the designated payment
office is not compelled to make payment by the specified due date.

(i) Interim payments on contracts for services. For interim payments made prior to the final payment under this
contract, the Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and
prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

Definitions. Acceptance means the act of an authorized representative of the Government by which the Government
assumes for itself, or as an agent of another, ownership of existing and identified supplies, or approves specific
services rendered, as partial or complete performance of the contract.

Defect means any condition or characteristic in any supplies or services furnished by the Contractor under the
contract that is not in compliance with the requirements of the contract.

Supplies means the end items furnished by the Centractor and related services required under this contract. Except
when this contract includes the clause entitled Warranty of Data, supplies also mean *"data."

(b) Contractor's obligations. (1) The Contractor's warranties under this clause shall apply only to those defects
discovered by either the Government or the Contractor within one year of testing and acceptance by the Government.

(2) If the Contractor becomes aware at any time before acceptance by the Government (whether before or after
tender to the Government) that a defect exists in any supplies or services, the Contractor shall (i) promptly correct
the defect, or (ii) promptly

notify the Contracting Officer, in writing, of the defect, using the same procedures prescribed in paragraph (b)(3) of
this clause.

(3) If the Contracting Officer determines that a defect exists in any of the supplies or services accepted by the
Government under this contract, the Contracting Officer shall promptly notify the Contracter of the defect, in
writing, within 45 daysafter discovery of the defect. Upon timely notification of the existence of a defect, or if the
Contractor independently discovers a defect in accepted supplies or services, the Contractor shall submit to the
Contracting Officer, in writing, within 30 days a recommendation for corrective actions, together with supporting
information in sufficient detail for the Contracting Officer to determine what corrective action, if any, shall be
undertaken.

(4) The Contractor shall promptly comply with any timely written direction from the Contracting Officer to correct
or partially correct a defect, at no increase in the contract price.

(5) The Contractor shall also prepare and furnish to the Contracting Officer data and reports applicable to any

correction required under this clause (including revision and updating of all other affected data called for under this
contract) at no increase in the contract price.

(6) In the event of timely notice of a decision not to correct or only to partially correct, the Contractor shall submit a
technical and cost proposal within 30 days to amend the contract to permit acceptance of the affected supplies or
services in accordance with the revised requirement, and an equitable reduction in the contract price shall promptly
be negotiated by the parties and be reflected in a supplemental agreement to this eontract.

(7) Any supplies or parts thereof corrected or furnished in replacement and any services reperformed shall also be
subject to the conditions of this clause to the same extent as supplies or services initially accepted. The warranty,
with respect to these supplies, parts, or services, shall be equal in duration to that set forth in paragraph (b)(1) of this
clause, and shall run from the date of delivery of the corrected or replaced supplies.

(8) The Contractor shall not be responsible under this clause for the correction of defects in Government-furnished
property, except for defects in installation, unless the Contractor performs, or is obligated to perform, any
modifications or other work on such property. In that event, the Contractor shall be responsible for correction of
defects that result from the modifications or other work. ‘

(9) If the Government returns supplies to the Contractor for correction or replacement under this clause, the
Contractor shall be liable for transportation charges up to an amount equal to the cost of transportation by the usual
commercial method of shipment from the place of delivery specified in this contract (irrespective of the f.0.b. point
or the point of acceptance) to the Contractor's plant and return to the place of delivery specified in this contract. The
Contractor shall also bear the responsibility for the supplies while in transit.

(10) All implied warranties of merchantability and "fitness for a particular purpose” are excluded from any
obligation under this contract.

(¢) Remedies available to the Government. (1) The rights and remedies of the Government provided in this clause--

(i) Shall not be affected in any way by any terms or conditions of this contract concerning the conclusiveness-of
inspection and acceptance; and

(ii) Are in addition to, and do not limit, any rights afforded to the Government by any other clause of this contract.
(2) Within 30 days after receipt of the Contractor's recomumendations for corrective action and adequate supporting
information, the Contracting Officer, using sole discretion, shall give the Contractor written notice not to correct any
defect, or to correct or partially correct any defect within a reasonable time at the location specified in the applicable
Delivery Order.

(3) In no event shall the Government be responsible for any extension or delays in the scheduled deliveries or
periods of performance under this contract as a result of the Contractor's obligations to correct defects, nor shall
there be any adjustment of the delivery schedule or period of performance as a result of the correction of defects
unless provided by a supplemental agreement with adequate consideration.

(4) This clause shall not be construed as obligating the Government to increase the contract price.

(5)(0) The Contracting Officer shall give the Contractor a written notice specifying any failure or refusal of the
Contractor to--

(A) Present a detailed recommendation for corrective action as required by paragraph (b)(3) of this ¢lause;
(B) Correct defects as directed under paragraph (b)(4) of this clause; or

(C) Prepare and furnish data and reports as required by paragraph (b)(5) of this clause.
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(ii) The notice shall specify a period of time following receipt of the notice by the Contractor in which the Contractor
must remedy the failure or refusal specified in the notice.

(6) If the Contractor does not comply with the Contracting Officer's written notice in paragraph (¢)(5)(i) of this
clause, the Contracting Officer may by contract or otherwise--

(i) Obtain detailed recommendations for corrective action and either--

(B) Replace the supplies or services, and if the Contractor fails to furnish timely disposition instructions, the
Contracting Officer may dispose of the nonconforming supplies for the Contractor's account in a reasonable manner,
in which case the Government is entitled to reimbursement from the Contractor, or from the proceeds, for the
reasonable expenses of care and disposition, as well as for excess costs incurred or to be incurred;

(ii) Obtain applicable data and reports; and

(iii) Charge the Contractor for the costs incurred by the Government.

The Contractor is responsible for promptly providing written notification to the Contracting Officer if it believes the
COR has requested or directed any change to the existing contract (or task/delivery order). No action shall be taken
by the Contractor for any proposed change to the contract until the Contracting Officer has issued a written directive
or written modification to the contract (or task/delivery order). The Government will not aceept and is not liable for
any alleged change to the contract unless the change is included in a written contract modification or directive signed
by the Contracting Officer.

If the Contracting Officer has designated an Alternate COR (ACOR), the ACOR may act only in the absence of the
COR (due to such reasons as leave, official travel, or other reasons for which the COR is expected to be gone and not
readily accessible for the day).
