Summﬁﬂ of Administrative Review Board Proceedings for ISN 003

The Administrative Rﬂigw Board was called to order.

The Detainee entered the proceedings.

The Presiding Officer announced the convening authority and purpose of the
Administrative Review Board proceedings.

The Designated Military Officer (DMO) was sworn.

The Board Reporter, Translator, Assisting Military Officer (AMO) and Board
Members were sworn.

The Presiding Officer asked the Detainee if he wishes to make a statement under oath.
(Muslim oath offered).

The Detainee accepted taking the (Muslim) oath.

The Designated Military OfYficer gave the Muslin oath to Detainee.

Presiding Officer: Gholam Ruhani before we start [ want to make sure that you feel well
enough to proceed; I’ve been toid that you did not feel well earlier.

Detainee (through translator). 1t’s not a one day thing, I'm in prison, I'm detained and
it’s an ongoing thing. h

Presiding Officer; 1 understand. Also is the room warm enough for you?
Detainee (through translatcr): No, that’s fine.

Presiding Officer: What name would you like us to use when we ask you or address you
in this board?

Detainee (through translator): I have only one name and it’s Gholam Ruhani. If you
want to call me Detainee that is fine too.

Presiding Officer: We will cail you Gholam Ruhani, your name.

The Presiding Officer read the hearing instructions to the Detainee and confirmed that
he understood.

Detainee (through translator): I just gave my Assisting Military Officer a statement; have
you translated that already?
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Presiding Officer: We have not translated this statement but the translator has read this
statement and is ready to make a translation of this statement to the board from the
version you gave her.

Detainee (through translator): I’m not sure about my handwriting, it might not be very
good, so may have to help her.

Presiding Officer: I will instruct the translator to let me know if she is having trouble
reading your handwriting,

Detainee (through translator): That is fine.

The Presiding Officer asks the Detainee to speak up so that recording equipment can
hear voice for the record,

Presiding Officer: Gholam Ruhani do you understand this process?
Detainee (through translator): Yes.
Presiding Officer: Thank you,

The Assisting Mifitary Officer presented the Notification of the Decision of the
Admirnisirative Review Board, Exhibit EC-A, to the Administrative Review Board.

The Assisting Military Officer presented the Enemy Combatant Election Form, Exhibit
EC-B, to the Administrative Review Board.

The Assisting Military Officer read the AMO Comments from the Enemy Combatant
Election Form, Exhibit EC-B.

Assisting Military Officer: The Detainee’s ARB interview was conducted on 26 March
2007. After reviewing the ARB’s purpose and procedures, the Farsi translated
Unclassified Summary of Evidence was read to the Detaince. When asked if he wanted
to attend the ARB, present a written or oral statement, or have the AMO speak on his
behalf, the Detainee said that he would like to attend the ARB. The Detaince was
extremely cooperative, calm, and polite during the entire interview. The Detainee wanted
a copy of the Farsi translated Unclassified Summary of Evidence, which was provided to
the Detainee IAW DOC SOP,

The Designated Military Officer presented the Unclassified Summary of Evidence,
Exhibit DMO-1, (and DMO-2 1o DMO-4} to the Administrative Review Board.

The Designated Military Officer stated that a copy of these exhibits had been
previously distributed to the Assisting Military Officer and Detainee.
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The Presiding Officer noted from the Enemy Combatant Election Form that the
Detainee wanted to respond to each item of information from the Undmyied
Summary after it was presented.

The Designated Military Officer gave a brief description of the contents of the

Unclassified Summary of Evidence, Exhibit DMO-1, to the Administrative Review
Board,

Designated Military Officer (3.a.1): The Detainee stated when the Taliban captured
Kabul, Afghanistan, they conscripted many people. The Detainee took a job with the
Ministry of Intelligence in Kabul, and was part of a security detail responsible for
patrolling the streets of a section of Kabul.

Detainee (through translator): Do you want me to respond now?
Presiding Officer: Yes, please, you have the opportunity to that,

Detainee (through translator): After the Taliban captured Kabul, they were forcing
young men to serve in their army, and since I didn’t want to go to the war and fight, I
gave my name to work in administrative work because 1 didn’t want to go and fight. 1
put my name on the list of people who volunteered to work for them because to avoid
going to the war and fighting. In the beginning, I was working as a driver; since [ wasn’t
a good driver and I never drove in tbe seets of Kabul before so they asked me not to
drive. The way I was working there 1 wouldn’t attend the office, that security office, or
intelligence office. Once in awhile I would have to go there and show my face. That’s it.

Designated Military Officer: Two.
Presiding Officer; Wait one.

Board Member: Gholam Ruhani, so you did work for a security office in Kabul?

Detainee (through translator): Actually, they were not very organized, I did not work for
them, I just put my name there on the list of people who are willing work because 1 didn't
want them to send me to fight. My name was there and [ did that because every time they
would ask me from Ministry to take me to the army, I would tell them no I’m working for
that security office; that is the only reason I put my name there, but I wasn’t working
there.

Board Member: This was a Taliban security office?

Detainee (through translator): That was the government at that time; you have to work
for that government.

Board member: Thank you.
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Presiding Officer: Were you paid for this work?

Detainee (through translator): I didn't care about salary, | had my own business and it
was running good and that wag the only reason. I already explained to you why I went
and put my name in that office. I didn’t care about money.

Presiding Officer; [ understand. But was the government paying you for being on this
job?

Detainee (through translator): Of course the government pays everybody doesn’t matter
what you do, you're a garbage man, or you’re a teacher, or you work in the office, they
will pay everyone for the work they are doing.

Presiding Officer: Why would the government pay somebody who wasn’t working?

Detainee (through translator): In Afghanistan ils normal, there was a cheos, there the
government wasn't like a solid government, they were not organized, so it’s normal. |
mean they don’t follow up with their procedures, | mean they don't have a human
resources department who follow up with the new people and it's normal in our country,

Afghanistan.
Presiding Officer: Okay, 1 understand, thank you.

Board Member: (One question sir.

Presiding Officer: Go ahead.

Board Member: How is it possible for you to have a job that’s so easy when the war 1s
going on and all the young men are going to the fight, how are you able to get a job that
didn’t require hardly any work at all?

Detainee (through translator): It might surprising to you but this is not a new thing in our
country during Najibullah’s government, communist government, or any government
who forces young people to go to war. These things happen: people will do anything to
avoid going to fight and they're not very organized, This is not a new thing; I'm not the
first person.

Designated Military Officer (3.2.2): The Detainee spent the four years before his capture
working in the Operations Department of the Ministry of Intelligence in Kabul,
Afghanistan for the Taliban. The Detainee was in charge of crime scenes and small cage
investigations.

Detainee (through translator): Is it my turn?
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Presiding Officer: Yes, it is.

Detainee (through translator): The term to serve the army was for two years and I havent
fimished the term of serving the army when the United States started bombing
Afghanistan, When the new war broke out and the United States started bombing
Afghanistan, immediately ] went to my house and I got busy with my own business. I
never worked for the government, I don’t know how to do administrative work and |
wasn't working in that security office, I haver’t heard anything of Ministry of Intelligence
in Afghanistan at that time.

Board Member: Gholam Ruhani, when you say that term to serve the army you have not
completed, 1s that equivalent to serving the government for the agency for which you
signed up? -

Detainee (through translator): Yeah, this is how it works in Afghanistan, like if youd're a
teacher and you don't won't to go and physically serve the army the term that you have to
spend in the army you can do your teaching work and they have a termn for that. For
instance, 1f you're a teacher they will say okay you have 10 work three years as teacher
and that will count as if you served the army.,

Board Member: Okay, thank you,

Designated Military Officer (3:a.3): The Detainee stated he was the Officer in Charge of
the Operations Department in the Ministry of Intelligence. The Detainee noted that the
Operations Department had fifieen associates.

Detainge (through translator): I never said such a thing, that | was a somebody 1n that
Ministry of Intelligence. I never said I was head of that security department or
operational department in that intefligence ministry. But I dor't know during the
interrogations sometimes they didn't treat me real bad and they would accuse me of stuff
[ did not do and that would make me very angry and upset and whatever comes out of my
mouth I would just say it and | dom't remember saying such a thing. So many times [ told
them why didn't you write my name down as Mullah Ahmed or Usama Bin Laden? Just
write it down and don't interrogate me, I'm just tired of being questioned ail the time. So
during interrogations [ would say whatever comes out of my mouth. There are so many
times 1 asked the interrogators to write whatever they want to write down and I ask me to
sign it and [ ask them [ will sign whatever you want me to sign, just leave me alone.
Because I have faith that the truth wouldn't disappear and one day they will find out that
I'm innocent and [ haven't done anything wrong. The answer to this allegation would be—
the short answer to this allegation would be that I wasn't anybody in that security

‘department; I was just working there or putting my name just to avoid serving the ammy.

Presiding Officer; Okay, I understand. Are you saying that number three, this statement,
is not true because you were felt forced to say this?
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Detainee (through translator): Yes, they were treating me very bad during interrogations
and I'm the kind of person once I go crazy I don't know what I'm doing, I don't know what
Fm saying. Buf the truth is that [ was not the Officer-in-Charge.

Presiding Officer: Okay. Il tell you what we are going to do; we'll strike that statement
from this list of factors.

Detainee (through translator): Thats totally up to you, I cant tell you what to do what or
not to do, Im not going to ask you to take things out of my file or add things, all Fm
asking you is to look at the truth, find the truth and serve justice.

Presiding Officer: | understand and thafs what we're here for and thaf's why we're going to
take this statement out and we will not consider it when we make our decision.

Detainee (through transtator): Thank you very much, I understood.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.4); The Detainee stated that a Director in the Ministry
of Intelligence quickly promoted him. The Detainee did not receive any formal training
for his new position.

Detainee (through translator): 1didn't get any promotion, 1 didr't have any legal authority
there, I just put my name there to save my life and thafs all that is, and ifs not true, [ never
got any promotion there.

Presiding Officer: Okay, I understand and we will take that answer into consideration
when we make our decision.

Detainee (through translator): Thafs good.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.5); The Detainee left Kabul, Afghanistan, on the last
day that the Taliban still had control. The Detainee was able to get a ride from a person
who worked for the Minister of Interior, Criminal Division. This person was traveling in
a Toyota pick up truck with fourteen associated who were armed with two RPG-Ts,
twenty AK 47s, and two PK machine guns.

Detainee (through translator); | already mentioned that after American attacks I left
Kabul and went to my own house and to take care of my shop. A few days prior to the
fall of Kabul I went to travel to Kabu! 10 buy some stuff for my store. When [ was trying
to go back to my province, which is Ghazni, I couldnt find any other truck or taxi. There
was govermnment pick up truck and I just ask them a favor if they could give me a ride
back to my province. The only reason is I just want to travel with them was hecause I
wanted to go back to my city and my house.

Board Member: Gholam Ruhani, don’t you think it was—did you think it would be safer
to travel with these men because they were armed, or were you worried about traveling
with armed men?

Detainee (through translator): I had to go back to my house and to my family because
they were bombing Kabul and had no choice but to take anything that comes out of my
way. My family was worried about me.

Board Member: Thank you.
Presiding Officer: When you went to Kabul to buy things, what did you buy in Kabul?

Detainee (through translator): I had electronics shop in my province so I was trying to
get electronic things, like cable socket and light bulbs.

Presiding Officer: You were able to buy things in Kabul?

Delainee (through translator): Yeah, Kabul is basically like the center of trading, so yes,
[ did purchase.

Presiding Officer: Did you take the things with you on the truck?

Detainee (through translator): No those are big trucks you ship them out. [ shipped them
with huge big trucks that are designed, and that’s their job they do. You buy everything
and you give it to them and they will take it for you.

Presiding Officer: So you were you able to do that, to have things shipped from Kabul on
this time, the ime you were captured?

Detainee (through translator): I didn't get your point. I was arrested two month after the
fall of Kabul. Or one and half or two months after fall of Taliban and I didn’t understand

your question.

Presiding Officer: Let me put that another way, why didn't you just go home with the
goods that you were shipping home?

Detainee (through translator}: They’re not going to move the truck just because of my
stuff, they wait there until they get truck full of goods, so they have to wait and find other
peoplie who are trying to ship things, they can’t wait for me,

Presiding Officer: Okay, I understand. Thank you.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.1): A source described the Detainee as being the

Deputy to the Director of the Counter Terronism Operations and Terrorism Department of

the Taliban Intelligence Service in Kabul, Afghanistan.
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Detainee (through translator): The source your talking about, they’re lying; this is not
true. I entered the security office and repeating again for only one reason to avoid going
to the war or serving the army. Even when there is a security office usually their purpose
is to serve the security, serve the people, how can they be terrorists? I’m confused;
Americans are talking about terrorism all the time and I don't know what is the definition
for this, for that word. Which peopie are you caliing terronists? If working as a business
man or a shopkeeper is a terrorist, or you call that terrorist activity or refusing going to
fight, refusing to join the army, and refusing going to the war, if you call that terrorist
activity and security office of government a terrorist organization then I'm just confused
about the meaning of that word. I think whoever gave this kind of baseless information
and allegations to the government, those people just humiliate themselves. I'm certain
that if United States continues to listen to all this baseless and wrongful allegations then
you have to detain, you have to put into prison at least 50% of the whole population of
Afghanistan. The people, those plotters, people who are giving this wrong information to
the United States and Americans, they are enemies of United States, not their friends, and
their goal is for Americans to torture, to capture, to give hard time to innocent people,
and this way they can hurt American reputation all over the world. There are people and
sources that they are just trying to make money and they’re trying to get some money
from Americans, or their goal is to get a good position or nice position in current
government. What they do, they make all these false allegations and lies and they're so
good that within minute they can make, they can say one truth and 99% of everything
they say is a lie and they can make a monsier of an innocent person by their lies.

Translator: He mentioned a name that’s not familiar to Americans; | translated that as a
monster. That’s actually a very cultural name that’s a long story, so I just translated that
as a monster or somebody that from nothing they make a big deal. He asked why I didn’t
hear that name that | used. .

Presiding Officer: We undersiand.
Detainee (through translator): I'm done.

Presiding Officer: We understand that you are saying that this statement is a lie and we
will take that under consideration when we make our decision.

Detainee (through translator): That's good.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.2): The Detainee’s sister is married to a Taliban
intelligence officer,

Detainee (through translator): My sister is not married to Taliban. Even if she wasa
wife of a Taliban, you can't take that against me as a crime; you can’t put me in prison
and keep me in prison because my sister is married to a Taliban. Because crime or
committing crime is a personal thing and the human laws you can't accuse or punish a
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father because of a crime that his son committed. You can’t accuse or punish a brother
because of whatever the other brother did. This is just extra stuff that [ wanted to say, but
[ gave the answer earlier that she wasn’t married to a Tallban

Presiding Officer: We understand.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.3): The Detainee stated he is very clﬂse with a senior
leader in the Taliban intelhigence service.

Detainee (through translator): That’s not true; 1 didn’t have any connection, any ties or
any friendship to any leaders of that office or Taliban.

Presiding Officer: Okay we understand your answer and we’ll take that into
consideration when we make our decision,

Designated Military Officer (3.b.4): The Detainee couriered a letter between the Taliban
Chief of Intelligence and a Taliban Military Commander.

Detainee (through translator): Idon't remember such thing, to take a letter for the Deputy
of Taliban and give it to somebody else.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.5): The Detainee attended a meeting with a Military
Commander, a senior Taliban intellipence member, two Americans, and the Americans’
translator. Shortly after the meeting, the Taliban intelligence member and the Detainee
were arrested.

Detainee (through translator): [ was introduced by Gughulam Mohammed Hootek, I was
introduced by this man, Gughulam Mohammed Hootek, to a baker. Actually I was
introduced by that baker, there was a bakery shop, I was introduced by that baker to
Gughulam Mohammed Hootek. Also this man ask me through that baker that sends a
message, through that baker that he wanted to see me. When we arrived there I was
arrested by Americans without telling me what I did wrong. It has been more than 65
months that I’m in prison here in Cuba. Without a calendar it will be more than 65
months from the day I've been arrested. During all this time I couldn't do anything, I
couldn’¢ go to school, I couldn’t run my business, I can’t see my family. During that 65
months if [ were free and | was in my country and if I attended medical school I would
have been a doctor by now, and during that 65 months if I would be, I would run my
business, I would have been rich man by now. Unfortunately, I spent all this time in
prison and I have so many health problems right now. The people whoe owe money to us
they wouldn’t return our money to my dad, and the people that we owe money they took
their money from my dad. 1 forgot, I forgot all my work, I forgot about my paperwork, 1
forgot who 1 owe maney, who owe me money. After my release | will be forced to work
very hard to pay people’s money back and my wife, my kids they have borrowed money
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from other people in order to survive because I am here and [ have to work very hard to
take care of them.

Presiding Officer: Why did Gughulam Mohammed Hootek ask you to come see him?

Detainee (through translator): I don't know why, he just sent that baker and the baker
gave me his message that he wants to see me, and as soon as I went there | was arrested.

Board Member: Had you heard of Gughulam Mohammed Hootek prior to this meeting?

Detainee (through translator): I was just introduced by that baker. They used to serve
together, that baker use to serve with him.

Board Member: Serve how?

Detainee (through translator): They were serving in the army.

Board Member: So did you believe him to be member of the Taliban?

Detainee (through translator): He's the commander for his area for the past 20 years.
He’s one of the powerful warlords, he’s in all government, with Taliban, with Karzai, and
even if Lenin would come back he will work for this government.

Board Member: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer: C, other relevant data.

Designated Military Officer (3.c.1): The Detainee worked with thirteen to fourteen men.
The Detatnee did not have an official title, wore ordinary civilian clothes, and carried a
Russian made pistol.

Detainee (through translator): Yeah, my pistol was actually personal, it wasn’t given by
the government, it was personal, and yes I didn’t have any tite, I was nobody in that
office and I was wearing my ordinary clothes.

Presiding Officer: We understand. Thank you.

Board Member: Can you tell me what type of pistol it was?

Detainee (through translator): Makarov.

Board Member: Was it an automatic or revolver?

Detainee (through translator): I don’t know much about weapons but I don’t think it was
automatic.
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Board Member: How did you learn to operate it?

Detainee (through translator): Well, shooting a pistol is not a hard thing but ] wasn' like
a sniper or anybody, I couldn't shoot at anybody; even children know how to shoot a gun,
its an easy thing.

Board Member: Did somebody show you how to shoot the gun or did you just leam on
your own?

Detainee (through translator): I didn't have professional training but in Afghanistan
every single person knows how to shoot. .

Board Member: Thank you,

Designated Military Officer (3.c.2): There was no specialized training given to civilian
intelligence officers. It was assumed that officers already knew how to use pistols.

Detainee (through transiator): 1 didn't want to work with government so I wasnt
interested in their training and 1 wasn'’t getting training and I wasr't giving any training,
and I'm repeating again that the only reason | joined them is to avoid serving in the army.

Presiding Officer: We understand, thank you.

Designated Military Officer (3.c.3); The Detainee was issued a concealed weapons
permit and had the permit on his person at the time of his capture.

Detainee (through transglator): Ifs been so long since my arrest I don't remember.
Board Member: But do you remember having an issued concealed carry permit?

Detainee (through translator): There is no need for permit to have weapon in
Afghanistan, everybody has a gun; nobody needs a permit in Afghanistan.

Board Member: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer (3.c.4): The Detainee believes he was arrested because he
had a pistol on his hip.

Detainee (lthrough translator): I'm not sure about it because every time I'm asking about
them, the interrogators, why am [ here, they're telling me we don't have anything against
you, you're free, you're going to be released soon, you're an innocent man, so what else do
you want me 10 think? T probably did. [ think my capture, my arrest, my detention is
huge mistake, if's a big mistake and keeping me for this long ifs not fair. Even people
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who have done something bad, who have committed crimes, they don't deserve to be this
long in a prison but for an innocent man it’s an awfully long time.

Board Member; So do you believe that you were arrested simply because you were
wearing a gun?

Detainee (through translator):; That's the question that I have to ask you, I don’t know
why I was arrested.

Board Member: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer states the following factors favor release or transfer.

Designated Military Officer (4.a.): The Detainee denies any prior knowledge of the
attacks on 1] September 2001, and claims to have no personal knowledge of al Qaida or
iis operatives, _

Detainee (through translator): Yes, I never knew, I never heard about al Qaida, and of
course when you didn’t hear their name, how can you know about their activities,

Presiding Officer; Thank you.

Designated Military Officer (4.b.). The Detainee had never heard of al Qaida until the
Americans started bombing in Afghanistan, The Detainee thinks Usama bin Laden
brought war to Afghanistan.

Detainee (through translator): Yeah, that's true that I never heard about al Qaida before,
but who brought the war in Afghanistan, why it is started, I don't know, I don’t the reason
beyond all that.

Designated Military Officer (4.¢c.);: The Detainee claims to be no more than a simple
shopkeeper who helped Americans.

Detainee (through translator): There’s no doubt that I was a shopkeeper.
Board Member: | would like to know how specifically you've helped Amencans?

Detainee (through translator): Well, that Gughulam Mohammed Hootek, he works with
Americans. He is American ally and he asked me to come; ] went there, so | was
cooperating, I was hoping I was doing something for them, some work.

Board Member: Thank you,
Presiding Officer: Than_k you.
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Designated Mililary Officer (4.d.): The Detainee stated that his only wish was to return
to Afghanistan and assist his father, who is sick, in operating the family appliance store in
Kabul,

Detainee (through translator): Yeah, since [ am here my dad has to ask other people’s
help and all the revenue, all the money that we make in that store we have to share it with
somebody else, if I was there the whole money would come to the family,

Board Member: Where is your family store?

Detainee (through translator): It’s in our province, Ghanzi.
Board Member: So it’s not in Kabul?

Detainee (through translator): No.

Designated Military Officer (4.e.): The Detainee explained that when he identified the
head of Taliban intelligence as his brother-in-law, it was a lie to shut up the interrogator.

Detainee (through translator): This is not true. My sister is not married to a Taliban.

Presiding Officer: The question was...so you never said that your sister was married to a
member of the Taliban intelligence?

Detainee (through translator): I don't remember sir, carlier I mentioned once [ get sharp
in my head and things go wrong with me, 1 can curse myself, I can curse other people,
and I can say whatever [ feel like, so I don’t remember. It will be out of my control.

Presiding Officer: We understand and we’ll take that into consideration.

Designated Military Officer (4.f.): The Detainee explained that his work in the security
office was simply to perform manual labor and drive different people in the office to their
destinations.

Detainee (through translator): Yeah, I told you in the beginning the first few days I was
driving them around and since I wasn’t a good driver, I didn’t know how to drive in
Kabul, then they took that position from me, that job.

Presiding Officer: We understand, thank you,

Designated Military Officer (4.g.): The Detzinee denied any intelligence collecting
activities during s work with the Taliban.
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Detainee (through translator). Yes that's tue.

Designated Military Officer (4.i.): The Detainee claims that his involvement with the

Taliban should not be viewed as synonymous to the Taliban’s ideology. It became a
matter of political and survival necessity.

Detainee (through translator): Yes, that's true, that was a matter of survival because 1 did
not want to go to war and serve the army.

Presiding Officer; We understand and thank you.
Designated Military Officer: [ must back up; I missed note H as in hotel.

Designated Military Officer (4.h.): The Detainee stated that he worked for the people,
not the Taliban.

Detainee (through translator): Yeabh, ] was, I just put my name in security office and
when you wortk for security office you serve the people but in my case | wasn’t even
working there, I just had my name there so they would leave me alone and wouldn’t take
me to army.

Presiding Officer: We understand that.

Detainee (through translator): What about the other statement that needs to be translated?

Presiding Officer: You’'ll have an opportunity to say more in a few minutes. We just
wanted to go through the unclassified summary first. -

Detainee {through translator); Why are you hiding information from me, extra
allegations of classified allegations, why are you hiding the information of the sources
who talk behind me, because you will be able to do your job if you don’t tell me what ]
am accused of and if you don’t give me a chance defend myself you’re poing to just keep
me for another year here,

Presiding Officer: Well, the sources are classified {or reasons having to do with security.

Detainee (through translator): I'm not asking you to give me the names or addresses or
phone numbers of people who talk behind me; just teil me the allegations or the stuff that
they said behind me so I can defend myself and tell you the truth.

Presiding Officer; Today we have presented in the unclassified summary all the
information that I am allowed to share with you in this proceeding.

Detainee (through translator): !, Rubani, son of Jealani, resident of Province of Ghazni,
Afghanistan, was arrested by the Americans in year of 2001, close to my house and
without any epparent reason. Dunng my detention 1 have repeatedly asked interrogators
about alleged accusations and an explanation of why 1 am being detained, and the answer
was that they don’t have anything against me and 1 will be released shortly. 1 was very
happy to hear that there will be an Administrative Board which will review our cases and
release the innocent detainees. I thought finally the justice will be served and [ will be
the first detainee leaving this prison. We were also told that the purpose of the Board is
to make determination of our status and won’t punish anybody. 1 have attended the
CSRT and ARB cessions three times showing respect and honesty towards Board
members and took the oath swearing to tell the truth. I have also witnessed board
members and other officers taking the cath promising that they will perform their duty
truthfully and fanly. 1 thought the board will respect and value our beliefs and trust owr
words when we take the oath, since in our country even if someone is charged with
murder the court will believe in everything they say after they take the oath. So my
expectation increased for being released, and goes to my homeland county and joins my
family, but unexpeciedly 1 was noflified that I am an enemy combatant. I can't
understand how can be an enemy combatant when, first, ] wasn’t arrested in battle field,
second, I never had any problems with the Americans, and third, I have never
participated in any act of war and always tried to stay away from fighting. The second
Board determined that I am a threat which shocked me, thinking that how can a powerful
government be threatened by an ordinary man. I consider the previous decision a mistake
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and misunderstanding, We were told that the Board will not punish us, but keeping an
innocent man like me in this prison is a punishment. I think the officers working on my
case were 100 busy doing other things, therefore they didn’t review my case thoroughly
and their decision about me was unjust. Had they done their job properly I wouldn’t have
been here for the past 65 months in a very subhuman conditions. Had they done their job
fairly, I would have been a free man busy with my family business and may be busy with
my education. 1 hope this time officers in charge in Washington will take their time
while analyzing my case and make the correct and right decision.

Presiding Officer: Gholam Rubani does that conclude your statement?

Derainee (through translator): Yes,

Board Member: [ wanted to clarify, you said you were arrested in 2000, is that correct?
Detainee (through translator): 2001.

Assjisting Military Officer: The detainee’s ARB interview was conducted on 28
November 2007. After reviewing the ARB’s purposc and procedures, the Arabic
ransiated Unclassified Summary of Evidence was read to the detainee, When asked if he
wanted to attend the ARB, present 2 written or oral statement, or have the AMO speak an
his behalf, the detaines was initially non committal, however later stated that he would

‘attend the ARB. The detainec was polite and attentive through out the interview. A
copies of both the English and Arabic translated Unclassified Summary of Evidence was
provided to the detainec in accordance with JDG Operating Procedures,

The Designated Military Officer presented the Unclassifled Surmmary of Evidence,
Exhibiy DMO-1, (and DMO-2) to the Adminittrative Review Board,

The Designated Military Officer stoted that & copy of these exhiibits had been
previously distributed to the Assisting Milivary Officer and Detainee.

The Presiding Officer noted from the Enemy Combatant Election Form that the
Detainee wanted to respond to each ltem of information from the Unclassifled

Summary after It was presented.

Presiding Officer: Mahmud Al-Mujahid, I note that you have chosen 1o respond to the
information from the Unclassificd Summary of Evidence, is this correct?

Desgnated Milntary Officer (3.a.2): An individual who has sat with Usama bin Laden
more than ten times stated the detainee was a bodyguard and stated that the bodyguards
were piven specialized training at 4l Faroug,

Detainee (through translator): 1don’t bave mny comments regarding that.

Presiding Officer: Continue.

Desipnated Military Officer (3.a.3): The detainee was ideniifisd 2x becoming &
bodyguard shortly after the USS Cole bombing and remained a guard for one year unti}
they ail withdrew to Tora Bora, Afghanistan, The detainee’s older brother, who was a

veteran bodyguard, was identified as bringing the detainee to the Usamia bin Laden guard
force,

Detainee (through wanslator): Also 1 don't have any comments on that.

Presiding Officer: Continue,

Designated Military Officer (3.a.4): A source identified the detainee as-a member of
Usama tin Laden’s guand force

Detainee {(throvgh translator):. No comments.

Presiding Officer: Continue. |

Designated Military Officer (3.a5): A source stated 1:1: saw the detainee several times
with Usama bin Laden between October 2001 and \invcm'bﬁ' 2001 in Kabul, Khowst,
and Jalalabad, Afphanistan. ,

Designated Military Officer (3.a.6): An al Qaida facilitator stated the detainee followed
his brother into al Qaida.

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Detainee (through transiator); I would like to know who has given this information.

Presiding Officer: The names will not be given who provided the information; however,
if you disagres with this information this is your opportunity to provide a regponse as to
why you disagree with this information.

Detainee (through wansiator): I would just like to'know al! these points, all these
allegations against me, is that sorneone that knows me personally, [ would like to know if
that person who 15 given this information is a personal friend of mine.

Presiding Officer: I am not poing to reveal Lhe identity. There is potentionaily more then
one source, bt there are people that have been identified as well as their names and that
information will not be mentioned in the Unclassified Summary of Evidence, Regardless
of the names, [ encourage you thax if you have a regsponse or if you think this is wrong,
provide me with the right information.

Deteinee (through translator): Ii's good to have these points on paper, The thing is; 1§
this person a considerable person, is this person trustworthry that is giving this
information about me.

Presiding Officer: Apgain, 1 am not going to reveal the sources and as I said previously;
you have a chance to respand back as to why vou think these points are wrong. This is
your chance to tell if the story is wrong and to tell me the correct story and the Board
does want to here vour side.

Detamee (through transiator); I youwould sir, please explain to me the difference
between a facilitator and also a source, [ would like to know the difference. For example
in these points, one point will say a source stated and in another point it will say a
facilitator stated, end in another point an operative said or stated end I want to know the
difference between those three.

Presiding Officer: Designated Military Officer, do you have the difference or the
definitions?

Desigpated Military Officer: A facilitator is somebody who teaches somebody who
observes somebody teaching a subject. A source may be somebody who is close by who
observes somebody doing something.

Detrinee (through translator); Also there is a point; [ would like to know the meaning of
identified.

Presiding Officer: I appreciate your questions.and they are very good, but I don’t want to
get caught up in wonds semantics alt day long if we can avoid this.
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Detainee (through translator): | would just like to know the difference between a/the
facilitator and an operative?

Presiding Officer: Can we continue with the rest of thern end we can come back to any
of the otber words for the definitions at the end when we have a chance to talk further,

Detainee (through transiator): That's a good time, thank you.

Presiding Officer: Continue.

Designated Military Officer (3.2.7): A source stated he saw the detainee with Usama bin
Laden on three different occasions between April 2001 and November 2001. The source
beheves the detsinee was one. of Usama bin Laden’s closest bodyguards due to the fact
every time he sew Usame bin Laden the detaimee was close by

Detainee (through translator): No comments.

Presiding Officer: Continue.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.8): The detainee stated he studied religion under a
Sheikh from Yemen for a period of three months.

Detainee {through translator): What is the meaning of this point? s it an allegation?
Presiding Officer: It is-a statement of fact. |

Detainee {through transtator): If we can continue I will have some comments after all

Presiding Officer: Continwe.

Designated Military Officer (3.8.9); According to a Yemeni national, the Sheikh from
Yemen was recniiting Yemeni youth from small villages. The Yemeni youlh were being
indoctrinated into the radical Salaf sect of Islam, and instilled with a profound hatred
toward the west.

Detaines (through translator): After we finish with all,

Presiding Officer: You can ask the question now. We are changing the flow process.
Do you degire for usto read all of these and when we come to a break m a subject area
‘then you can come back and respond to that particular area?

Detainee (through translator): My comments will be a little bit longer; if you want me to

Designated Military Officer (3.a.11): A driver for Usama bin Laden identified the
detames as one of the individuals from the group that was apprehended at the Pakistan
boarder. The driver stated the detainee was 8 bodyguard for Usama bin Laden.

Designated Military Officer (3.4.12): The detainee stated he then attended the Islamic
institute in Ma'reb, Yemen where the detainee had been told he should go to Afphanistan
1o teach the Koran.

Designated Military Officer (3.8.13): The detainee stated he and another individual
artived in Karachi, Pakistan After five days the detainee boarded a bus and traveled to
Quett, Pakastan. After arriving in Pakistan, the detanee was driven m a public car to the
border of Afghanisten and Pakistan The detainec stated he crossed the border on foot,
and then 5 days later the detainee traveled to Kandaher,

Presiding Officer: Mahmud Al-Mujehid these are all the factors under the first area of
corumitment. Do you desire to make any statement on the factors of conmitment or
would you degire for me to continue into the factors on training?

Detainee (through translator); “Did we finigh with “A” which is commitment sir?
Presiding Officer: Yes.

Detainee (through tranglator): Like I mentioned 1o the Assistant Military Officer, my
story that ] mentoned befare, there is someone named Mukhtar Al-Kadasi that was
mentioned. in my story [ mest him in Ma’reb, I told him thet the story was a lie; it was
wrong.

Presiding Officer: | encourage you Mahmud Al-Mujahid to respond as you did on the
last section. This concludes the section on Training.

Detaince (through translator): [ don't have any comments regarding this but ] do have
some comments about the previous one.

Detainee (through transiator); 1do have some comments but T will wait until we arc done

with everything.
Presiding OfTicer: Let’s proceed on with Connections and Associations.
Designated Military Officer states Conneciions and Associations.

Designated Military Officer (3.¢.1): The detainee was identified as being at the Nibras

guesthouse, Kabul, Afghanistan, Tora Bora, Afghanistan and in the al Farouq training
camp. The detaince was identified as moving with Usama bin Laden when he departed.

Designated Military Officer (3.¢.2): Two guesthouses were identified in Kandshar,
Afghanigtan. Ore was for the comenon people and other one was called the al Nibras
gucsthoise which was for the special people, that included those en-route 1o the al Faroug
iraining cargp and Usama bin Ladon.

Designated Military Officer (3.¢.3): An individual who hag sat with Usamna bin Laden
more than ten fimes stated the detainee was always with Usama bin Laden in Kabul,
Afghanistan, Kandahar, Afghanisian, and al Faroug and deseribed him as & good fighter.
The individual also stated the detainee carried a Kalashnikov rifle.

Detainee (through translator): Sir, again what is the difference between an individual and
a8 source that said ten fimes, I would just like to knowe=--

Board Member: -—It’s an interchangeabls term.

Detainee (through translator): Is it 50 you can differentiate between a person and another
between the sources.

Board Member: Could be, yes.
Presiding Officer: Do you want to make a comment?
Detainee (through tanslator): No sir, 1 bave no comments.

Presiding Officer: Befare we go on the section Relevant Data, I want-to go back to point
number four. I was wondering Mahmud Al-Mujahid if you have any thoughts or
comments as why your name may have beca on a roster that was found in the Al-

Designated Military Officer states Other Relevant Data

Designated Military Officer (3.d.1): A source stated he saw Usama bin [ aden in the Tora
Bora region of Afghanistan. After Usuma bin Laden left Tors Bora, the source left with
30 individuals who attempted to cross the border into Pakistan., The source identified the
detainee as one of the 30 individuals he was captured with while attempting to cross the
border into Pakistan. Several of these individuals are thought to have been bodyguards
for Usama bin Laden

Designated Military Officer (3.4.2): A source who was pan of the thirty individuals
captured near Parachinar, Pakistan while fleeing Afghanistan, stated the Pakistan) warden
told the group the best thing they could tell the United States forces when interrogated
was they were in Afghanistan to teach the Koran and for religious studies

Designated Military Officer (3.d.3): The detainee was identified as knowing about future
optrahons

Designated Military Officer (3.d4.4): The detaines was identified as using a cover story
that he was & religious teacher in Afghanistan,

Presiding Officer: Do you have any comments about Othér Relevant Data?

Detainee (through translator): 1 would like an explanation about the third point. What is
the word “identified”. Clarify that.

Board Member: Knowledge of potential tarpets by al-Qaida in the near future.

Detainee (through translalor): 13 that an allegation or somebody ¢laim that I knew about
these operaiions?

Board Member: Yes a source indicated that he knew.
Detaines (through translator): Do you balieve that talk, do you believe this?
Presiding Officer: [ will come hack to that with a question after we are done.

Detrinee (through transzlator): 1 don't have any comment regarding this but nobody has
pushed me or told me to go and teach Koran.

Designated Milltary Officer states the following factors favor release or transfer.

Designated Military Officer (4.4.): The detaines stated he heerd from various Yemeni
religious leaders of the religious ignorance in Afghanistan and was motivated to travel to
Afphanistan to teach the Koran.

Detaines (through translator): Nobody pushed e, or told me to go.and teach Koran in
Afghanistan. Nobody has tojd me, nobody has mentioned that to me, nnhody in the
whole world has mentioned anything like that to me. Stay away from this point if you
would.

Designated Military Officer (4.b.): The detainee denied participating in any fighting or
receiving any weapons training either before or during his trip to Afghanistan. The
detzinee denied knowing the locations of any texrorist training eamps.

Detainee (through translator): Continue.

Designated Mililary Officer (4.c.); The detainee staled his brother, Riyadh, had never
been to Afghanistan, and wes not affiliated with al Qaida or the Talibag.

Designated Military Officer (4.d.): The detainee denicd atiending al Farouq training
camp and denied ever participating in any military training while in Afghanistan. The
detainee denied being an Usama bin Laden body guard and denied swearing bayat to
Usamsb bin Laden.

Designated Military Officer {4.e.): The detainee denies any prior knowledge of the
September 11 terrorist attacks in the United States and also denies hearing any rumaors
concerning such attacks.

Detainse (through translator); And very strongly.
Adminisirative Review Board Member’s had questions on the unclassified summary:

Board Member: I do have ane question, first thank you for your honesty and being forth
right with us today.

Detainee (through translator); You are welcome.

Board Member: 1 do understand that as you mentioned earlier that during some of the
discussion, some of our.questions belong in interrogation and [ wes wondering if you are
willing to speak to interrogators conserving these issues.

What [ am saying
now is what is going to happen when 1 get out of this place. I’m not going to change my
mind.

] For whoever explores the facts, stands by the truth, works in a sincere manner, and cares
for justice, there isn't a single proof you may present bM On your genuine investigation, It has
been five years and you remain bringing forth false and fake accusations, intolerable by the
ignorant mind and that of a child or even an insane individual. The numerous contradictions
amid those that seem to be, if nothing else, futile are thrown at any person for the sole principle
of realizing a personal interest or managing a. program even of the account of innocents an&
victims, and this act itself is void of any feelings or emotions or humaneness towards those
prisoners who endure harsh treatment inside the prison in the absence of justice.

Based on what [ have learned from these accusations intended for me, it made me laugh and cry
in the mean time: I laughed on the extent of the absurdity of these allegations and their falsehood
and distance from the truth, and these have made me cry in the mean while about the scope of
lies, injustice, and defamation of my character. The truth that I want to convey to you, if you are
seeking the truth, is that I am a man who traveled for medical treatment, a disabled man who is
registered with the association of handicaps/disabled in Yemen. I went to Jordan and Yemen for
the purpose of medical treatment and my last trip was to Pakistan to conclude such therapy. |

Detninee: There is another one wha is a biggest one in Seudi Arabia and people respect
him

Presiding Officer: I the Sheik fold you 1o go back, can you say no?
Detainee: He can tell you that it's right 1o do but he can not force yon to do it
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Presiding Officer: It was still your decision to go back.

Detainee: Yeah.

Board Member: What year was this when you went back the second time?
Dewinee: The first time--—

Board Member: ----the second time.

Detainec: 2000.

Board Member: 2000,

Detamee: Ldon’t kmow exactly because we have a different calendar.
Board Member: Right | understand that.

Detmnee: So1can’t exactly say.

Board Member: Thank you.

Detainee: No problem.

Presiding Officer; Continue.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.10): The deminee stared he traveled to the front line
near Karabagh, Afghanistan and was issued a Kdlashoikov rifle and ammmition.

Detzinee: That’s fine.
Presiding Officer; Continuc.

Designated Milicay Officer (3.2.11): The detamee stated that afier his group retreated to
Pakistan, they were helped by villagers who demanded the group surrender their
‘weapons. The detainee surrendered his Kalashnikov rifle, but kept o hand grenade, The
group cventusally reached the Tora Bora Mountains in Afghanistan.

Detainec: That's true; but about Tora Bora I didn"t know it was Tora Bora—-
Presiding Officer: --—you turned in your rifle but you kept a hand grenade?

Delainee: Because, the hand grenade, being honest with you, like had grensde no would
know what weuld happen tons in:the end, some come and take you to give to somebody
like the Nortbhern Alliance or 1o anybody ¢lse for money, 1 was worried.

This is a chance for both sides to
provide the information and we have a lot of the information and T have read a lot of the
imformation. This belps us o betier understand and meke better decisions, as we said
earlier on ] am glad that vou are here because this helps us make a berter
recommendation.

Translator: (explaining that the Detaigee has more information).

Detatnce: 1 didn’t know that it was Tora Bora. We were trying to go to Pakistan and
after awhile [ knew il was Tora Bora,

Presiding Officer: Comtinue.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.12): The detainee stated that in Tora Bora, Afghanistan,
be was issucd a Kalasbnikov rifle and was assigned to-a trench nedr & SAM 7 Missile site,

Detainec: 1 had went to an Afghani and he put-us with someone there and there was an
opening and T-found someone there and he gave me a Kalashnikov, and [-asked what is
that place and he callcd it a trench, and asked kim what was the {hing in if and it was a
SAM 7in it
Presiding Cfficer: Do you know what a SAM 7 missilc 1s?
Detaimes: All T know is what he said, famous word.
Board Member: Did vou ever train on the SAM 7 or fire one?
Detainee; No. | didn’t know if it was working but it was there.
Presiding Officer: Continue.
Designated Military Officer stales fraining.
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Dmgnﬂnd Military Officer (3,b.1): The dctainee steled that at Quba Camp, he received
‘traming in physicel exercise, weapons, land nevigation, celestial navigation, and religion.
The weapons treining meluded instruction on Kalashnikov rifles, PK Machine Guns,
‘hand grenades, and RPGs

Detainee: That’s true.
Presiding Officer: Conftinue.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.2): The detainee was reported to have trained at al
Farouq Camp.

Detainee: That’s not true, ] asked my interrogator who said that. They told me thal one
of the guys that was here who was tzansferred to Saudi Arabia, he bas been arrested. !
t0id him why he would say that and he say § was using & camcorder as.a cover for going
to camp Farouq. If you think about it I alrcady told 1 went to this camp and this camp
and had this training, why would 1 be going to that camp. Second thing don’t forget he
told me thet I stated before that T went to that al Farcuq camp which is not true I said the
onc who was running the al Farouq camp is Farouq and ] think that this 1s what is
confusing. .

Presiding Officer: Were you aware of al Farouq camp?

Deteanee: | heard about it but not on my first dey in Afghanistan but ] heard about 1t tawer
but 1 never sttend it.

Board Member: Where is al Farouq camp located at?

Detaines: [n Kashmir, Pakistan.

Presiding Officer: Continue.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.3): The al Farouq raining cemp was reporixdly run by
al Qaida and provided s gencral program that consisted of a fundamental or basic course
lasting 40 days. This course consisted of 2 basic review of relevant military topics. A
ditferent topic was covered each week, providing the trainee with fundsmcnial military
skills in light and heavy weaponry, field puns, warhcads, topogrephy, and explosives,
Detainee: ‘L‘-’hﬁ do you want me to say?

Pmsidhlg Officer; 1f you say that you never attend al Faroug camp then you never
received this training?

Detainge: Yeab, 1 néver.
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Presiding Officer: Continue.
Designated Military Officer (3.b.4): The detainee stated he atiended the Khalden Camp,
where he received weapons training on the Kalashnikov rifle, RPK rifle, RPG-7 &nd

- Makarov pistol, The detaince received artillery trmnmg on the DSHK.-38, 38 AGS-17

and ZPU.2. The detainee also received tactics training, which included simulated attacks
and ingtruction on regrouping, patrols, hand signals and ambushes.

Detaince: That is true.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.5). The detainee stated he was trained to operate T-54
and T-55 Soviet tanks at a Taliban armory in Khowst, Afghanisten

Detrinee: It wesn’t a camp it was {ike a center, they bad those tanks there and 1 asked
them pet on it and see how it works and see how ] can use it, and they say okay.

Presiding Oflicer: Training implies that you leamned how to use the cquipment on the
tank and observing implies that you saw the tumet.

Detaines: No, [ get inside of it, I saw it wher it was shooting et the mowntain there.
‘They showed me how it works and all these things.

Board Member: How much time did you spend with the tanks?

Detainee: Not long time. T was in Khowst at that time for about six or seven days. It
was like going today and not going tomorrow,

Board Member: Off and on.
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Detainee: Yes. Something like a wraining camp I have to be there evervday, somebody
telling me vou.do this and this.

Boand Member: It was not struchured training?

Presiding Officer: How old were you when you saw this equipment?

Designated Military Officer (3.b.6): The detainee stated he visited a training camp in
Shakardarah, Afghemistan which wes run by an offsheot of the Egyptian Islamic Jibad.

Detainee: 1 went there with one of my friends, he wanted to see somebody there and I
didn’t know that there was a camp there but when I went there and I bad been esked if’!
had seen ypother camp | smdyr:ahl went with somebody and tus name was Atta from
Sandi Arabia and } saw him in the camp and if ] didn’t sey it nobody would now 1 was
trying to be honest because honestly its something frustrating for us when you first get

Board Member:  You are correct but being honest is better then being deceptive.
Detninee; [ don’t know in this place.

Board Member: Thai is true. How long were you at this camp?

Detaipse; It was & night or two.

Board Member: Excuse me.

Detainee; A night or two, not for a long time.
Presiding Officer: About two days?

Detainee: We slept that night there but I think the first fime we get there then [ went {o
‘the front line and we come back, [ don’t know what they were talking about: but the guy
who was with me he has something with them, the peoplz in the camp.
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Board Member: You did not train with them there?

Detainee: No, never.

Board Member: Just stayed there.

Detainee: Not stay.

Board Member: Over night?

Detaines: Yes,

Board Member: Okay.

Presiding Officer: Continwe,

Designated Military Officer states conrections and associations

Designated Military Officer (3.¢.1): The detainee stated he was strongly influenced to
fight in Afghanistan after being issued a fatwa by a Saudi Sheikh.

Detnince: Yeah, Not fighting, 1 said 1 support the Taliban,
Presiding OfTicer: How old were you when you made this fatwa?
Detaines: Same age,

Presiding Officer: Continue.

Designated Military Officer (3.¢.2): The Sheikh repartedly condoned the 1! September
2001 attacks against the United Staies and helped mise money for Usama bin Laden,

Detaince: i don"{-know about this one and § meet Lhat Sheik only one time, that’s ell. |
didn’t know about what he was doing or his ectivities or his association,

Pregiding Officer: Continue.

Designated Military Officer (3.¢.3): The detainec stated Camp Quba was affiliated with
and run by a group known as Ashkar Tayhah,

Detainec: That’s what [ know.
Presiding Officer: Continue.
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Designated Military Officer (3.c.4): Lashkar-c-Tayyiba (LT) has heen identificd as a
desipnated foreign terrorist organization. LT is the armed wing of 2 Pakistan-based Sunn;
anit-United States missionary organization, The group has claimed or been implicated in
‘a numrber of operations against Indian troops and civilian targets that heve left dozens of
people dead. LT may be facilitating the movement of al Qaida members in Pakistan

Detainee: When ] first hear this I worried. That was sométhing that they didn’t tell me.
The only thing | had with them was that I weat 1o their trainmg camp. I didn’t know what
their activities were or what they were doing.

Presiding Officer: Did you know it was a Lashkar-e-Tayyiba training camp, al Qaida
training camp?

Detainee: No. When | asked they told me it was.

Presidisg Officer:. Once you knew that it was an al Qaida training camp could you stop
your training or did you have to continue?

Detaines: No. I will teli vou something. There are some things that you know or
different then things that we know. We look &t them like a Sunni organization but we
didn’t hegr about them being interstate missionsaries we didn't bear that they had killed
‘dozens of Indians, I didn’t hear that they were an isolated movement of an al Qaida
member, maybe you knew it but we didn’t know it.

Presiding Officer:. When did you know it ‘was this type of organizalion”
Detainee; When the AMO told me.
Presiding Officer: Was it this year or last year?

Detainee: [-didn’t hear about it last year. This is the first time ] hear it in this paragraph
when he (AMO) told me.

Preaiding OfYicer: Continuz,

Designated Military Officer (3.c.5): The detninee stated he comtacted a senjor al Qaida
lieutenant to receive additional training. The deteinee stayed at the al Qaida licutenan’s
guest house for approximately one week.

Detainee: “That’s the one that 1 was talking ebout.
Presiding Officer: Continue.

Dizsignated Military Officer (3.c.6): The detatnee stated that while on the front lines, he
was tasked by an Egyptian to distribute money to other fighters.
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Uetainec: When I came here they show me a picture and they told me do you know this
guy and 1 told them that I saw that guy and he came to the front line and he 1alked to us
and he gave me 500 dollars. They show me a picture and they didn’t know anything
about him at all, and T didn't know who he was or belong 100. 1don't know if he was &
front line commander; I know b was nice to us and that’s all ] know. When they ask
that’s—if | say I didn’t see him or I didn’t know him; no one would know that he mect
me and he gave me 500 dollars.

Presiding Officer: What did he tell you to do with the 500 dolars?

Detaioee; He told me to bhelp—be gave il (0 me because [ speak Arabic and [ was with
thern and he told me to take this and try'to pet food for your brothers.

Presiding Officer: Is that what you did with the 500 dollars?

Detainee: I gave it 1o the one who was the leader. T gave it to him and { think he gets
food and all these things,

Presiding Officer: Did you just carry out your assignment given to take the 500 doilars to
buy food and supplies (or people on the front Iines?

Detzinge: If you were in-my shoes at Lthat time; I don’t think you would think it was
something wrong,

'Fresidi:ng Officer: That is what ] am trying to imply is that you were just carrying oul
what someone above you was telling you to do.

Detsinec: Yeah, but not above me he was not my leader or commander or something like
that. If someone comes to you in a place like Afghanisan and tell that this is not for you
but the people you are with to get (ood.

Board Member: You were asked to do something?
Detainec: Yeah. 1 don’t think you would say no ['m not going to take it because I don't
know you 1 am not going to take that money. 1 had been asked and I told them all that
information because 1 didn’t want 1o Lie, but if T said I don’t know and T didn’( see that
guy who would know that I saw him,
Presiding Officer:  When you s&id you told them that information, who was them?
Detamee: The interrogators.
Presiding Officer: Continue.
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Designated Military Officer (3.c.7): The detainee identificd an Egyptian who traveled
with four body guards gave the detainee $500 in US currency.

Detmnee: That’s what we just telked about.
Presiding Officer: Continue.

Dﬁlmted Military Officer (3.c.8). The detaince identified another individual who
nccompanied the Egypiian to the front lines. That individual was a well known al Qaida
opcrative.

Detainee: [ didn’ know he was al Qaida or not but when they show his picture and they
say did you see this guy I told them [ remember [ saw him that day, Sometime you regret
being honest.

Presiding Officer: [ understand. Proceed.

Designated Military Officer (3.¢.9): The detainee regularty assisted a senior el Qaida
military member while on the front lines.

Detainee: They told me that there is an Egyptian guy he name is Al Dohhetta and
somebody rcported that 1 was his assistant and 1hat’s not what happened 1 saw Al
Bohbetta when we were on the front Jine and after—s0 1 meet him there and they asked |
told then before they wld me that I meet with somebody and his name is that end T told
themn this thing and T was that frank.

Presidmg Officer: Continue.
Designated Military Officer (3.c.10): The detainee’s name was on a list of af Qaida

Mujahedin. The list indicates thet the detainee’s passport, credif cand, and discharge
identification card were held in an al Qaida sccount.

Detainee: Iknow my passports, paper I gave to one of the Pakictanis to take it to Raman
to'a goy in Mat ally in Afghanistan who he gave it too I don't know, That’s information
I don’t know. I they pave it to them or do something with it, change it, or anything, |
don’t know.

Board Member: Who did you give it toa?

Detainee: One of the Pakistanis with us_ his name i3 Jaaff, T asked him to take it to
Raman to Mai ally becanse ] have been Lhere before. Biggest house, | told him 1o give it
to mim when he goes to Pakistan.

Presiding Officer: Continue.
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Designated Military Officer (3.c.11): The delainee stated he knew Said al Ghamdi and
Ahmed Alnami, two of the hijackers who were on United Flight 93 during the 11
September 2001 attacks.

Detainee: Said al Ghamadi he studied with me and Ahmed Alnami he wes a neighbor of
one of my uncles. Everything I know is a student with somebody and being in
neighborhood with somebody, in a village. 1 didn’t know abon what they were doing or
planning or anything like that, bt Tknew them. - Whea they show me their picture and
say do you know these people and 1 say yuh he was studying at this place and 1 was
telling them ail the truth,

Presiding Officer: 'When was the last Ume vou saw them, approximately what year?
Detaines: Almed Alnami maybe before 97 or something like that.

‘Board Member: What about Ghamdi?

‘Detainee: Ghamdi [ remember is saw him in 99 or 98 during that lime.

Board Member: Where did you study with him?

Detainee: Early study usually in a Mosgue. We study, not just me and bim like a lot of
people in a Mosque with & Sheik named Saad.

Board Member: In Saudi Arabia?
Detaince: [n Saudi Arabia, ycah,
Board Member: Thank vou.

Presiding Officer: What did you think when you heard these two men were involved in
the 9-11 mirplanc highjacks?

Detaince: [ don’t know what to tell you. [f vou knew them before, T think maybe, my
opimion, they were brainwashed because if vou know them in real life: they were very
nice, very good 1 don't remember anyont say anylhing bad about them. | didn't hear that
they urt anybody or mean to anybody and their family are very good family, we didn’t
Imow what happened.

Presiding Officer: Continue.

Designsied Military Officer (3.¢.12); The detainec stated he knew Ahmed &l Ghamdi,
another 1] September 2001 hijacker. The detainee had known Ahmed al Ghamdi a long
fime.
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Detainee: [f 1 would say that [ know those two guys, 1 don’t think there would be a

. problem 10 say that [ now that guy Ahmed 2l Gharndi 1 don’t think there would be &
problem to say that [ know him but I don’t know that Almed ai-Ghamdi. 1 don’t know
him honestly and they don’t know who say that I kmow him, They say that I stated, 1
don’t remember that | say that 10 anybody. ‘If 1 know him I would say I know him, what
he did s not something belong to me.

Presiding Officer; Cantinue.
Designated Military Officer siates the following factors favor release or transfer.

Designated Military Officer (4.a.): The detainee stated he did not go to Afghanisten with
the intention of joining the Taliban. The deiainee’s main purpose was to see the
accomplishments of the Taliban

Deteinee; That was the first time,
Presiding Officer: Alright

Designated Military Officer (4.b.): The detainee stated he was never an al Qrida member
and does not know i he ever met or fought with 2] Qaida force.

Detainee: As 1 told you. Ididn’t know them at that time or join al Qaida or agrec with
them, or help them, or support them, and that’s al] thet [ can say,

Presiding Officer: You fought on the froat lines and vou toid me earlier today that you
did fight on the front Jines a couple of times.

Detainee: There was no fighting,. 1 was on the front lines but there was no fighting at
that time—thcre was none.

Presidmg Officer: When you were on the front hines did you know that they were
potential al Qaida?

Detaince: | know that (bey were Taliban,  The view far us abaut Taliban is different
then the view that you sce the Tatihan. For us this how you loek at the Taliban they had
their mrstakes or wrong thing but if you think sbout therr country in o war for thirty years
form the communist lime, the Russia war, all of these things. When you think about it,
there were al} of these mistakes but it was much better then the situation it was before. If
you sit with peaple who are older in Afghanistan you can figure oat how was the
difference between the Taliban time and time that wes hefore. My main thing is to
support these people who trying to make their people and Mustim nation much safer. 1
don™t know if they have connections with al Qaida or not, that is something-—maybe
people are looking at all these things but things we don’t know but usually a person reach
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s decision from what he has seen and | wasn't trying to colleet information 1o find ount
what was going on.

Destgnated Military Officer (4.c.); The detaince stated he did not swear bayat to Usama
bin Laden or any terorist crganization

Detainee: That never happencd.
Presiding Officer: Continue,

Designated Military Officer (4.d.): The detainee stated he would never be involved with
am organization or militia whose purpose was to commit terrorist acts. The dcluinee also.
stated he would not involve himself with a group that would act as the aggressor in a
mihlitary campaign.

Detamnce: That’s right.
Presiding Officer: Continue.

Deslgmated Military Officer (4.¢.). The detainee denied having prior knowledge of the 11
September 2001 attacks on the United States. The detainee denied knowledge of any
rumors or plans of future attacks on the Umted States or its interests.
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Detainee: That's night.
Presiding Officer; Continue.

Designated Military Officer (4.f): The detainec stated that if released, he would like to
retur home 1o see hig family and compiete his studics. The detainee stated he would not
retum to Afghanistan, Pakistan, or any other country for the purpose of taking up amms
against the United States or its allics.

Board Member: | understand your last staternent. You stated earlier today that you went
home to Saudi Arabia but were worried about the government and lef. ' Why is it safer
for you know?

Detainee: Because there are all sorts of things changed in Saudi Arabia from what we

hear, At that time I wasn’t scared, but the worse thing they cen do is tuh:m} passport
and pot he able to tavel. They will not let me trave] for five years, maybe prison because
certain place like Thailand, there re some countrics we :an:nnt-go to. The worse case is
like six or seven months but still scary o go to prison.

Board Member: You don’t have a problem if we transfer you to Saudi Arabia?

Detainee: 1 know Seudi Arebians released here have been treated very well, T know they
have been provided for things that can help them with, their life end [imow that lay out of
the land and amnesty, That's what 1 bear. Saudis neleased madveryweil,som get
married and siart their life over.

Boam Member: Thank you

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never been an enemy combatant or anything like that.. ¥ never planned or hielp anybody o
-do anything bad to Americans or anybedy else. I don’t know what to say. 1have nothing
left 10 present bere. I wani Lo sav that 1 have & bad sityation but It’s not al} that bad, { still
feel peopie still like me, last Monday not this Monday but the Monday before; 1 request
to be mroved from the camp and ] was surpnsed (hat everyone come up to me znd the
-detainees and the guards trying o persuade me to stay, and when [ was thinking about
that it was something good 10 nie, the feeling that I stilt llke people and people stll like
me and don’t want me to lsave, not everything bad for me here. I hope [ go home now,

Presiding Officer: If you could turn the clock back to when vou were 21 again would
you do things diffcrently?

Detainee: Much, much.
Presiding Officer; What would you do differently?

Detaince:: Continue my studies and being with my family and think about things very
'good before doing it.

Presiding Officer: I the Board makes a recommendation to transfer or release you, what
world you do when you return to Saudi Arzbia?

The Administrative Review Board was called to order.
The Detainee entered the prﬂceeding's.

The Presiding Officer announced the convening authority and purpose of the
Administrative Review Board proceedings. -

The Designated Military Officer (DMO) was sworn.

The Board Reporter, Translator, Assisting Military Officer (AMO) and Board
Members were sworn.

The Presiding Officer asked the Detainee {f he wishes (o make a statement under oath,
(Musiim oath offered).

The Detainee did not want to accept the (Muslim) oath.

Presiding Officer: Before we start this morning, [ want to make sure you feel well to talk
this moming?

Detainee (through translator): He is comfortable, sir.
Presiding Officer; Is the air conditioner in here okay for you?
Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Presiding Officer; And how would you like us to call yuu, how would you like for us to
name you in these proceedings?

Detainee {through translator): Omar is fine, sir.
Presiding Officer: Very well.

Detainee (through translator): That is his true name.
Presiding Officer: Thank you.

The Presiding Officer read the hearing instructions o the Detainee and confirmed rhat
he understood.

The Assisting Military Officer presented the Notification of the Decision of the
Administrative Review Board, Exkibit EC-A, to the Administrative Review Board.
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The Assisting Military Officer presented the Enemy Combatant Election Form, Exhibit
EC-B, to the Administrative Review Board.

The Assisting Military Officer read the AMQ Comments from the Enemy Combatant
Election Form, Exhibit EC-B.

Assisting Military Officer: The Detainee’s ARB interview was conducted on 08 May
2007. After reviewing the ARB’s purpose and procedures, the Arabic translated
Unclassified Summary of Evidence was read to the Detainee. When asked 1f he wanted
to attend the ARB, present a written or oral statement, or have the AMO speak on his
behalf, the Detainee indicated that he would attend and speak on his own behalf. The
Detainee was calm, polite and respectful during the interview. In accordance with the
Standard Operating Procedures, the Joint Detention Group (JDG) liaison hand-carried a
copy of the English and Arabic translated Unclassified Summary of Evidence to the JDG
point of contact for delivery to the detainee. The AMO received written confirmation of
delivery to the detaince from the JDG. The detainee appeared for his interview in a tan
uniform.

The Designated Military Officer presented the Unclassified Summary of Evidence,
Exhiblit DMO-I, (and DMO-2 to DMO-3) to the Administrative Review Board,

" The Designated Military Officer stated that a copy of these exhibits had been
previously distributed to the Assisting Military Officer and Detainee.

The Presiding Officer noted from the Enemy Combatant Election Form that the
Detainee wanted to respond to each item of information from the Unclassified
Summary after it was presented.

Presiding Officer: The Designated Military Officer will read each factor from the
Unclassified Summary. We will then provide you a chance to respond. Board members
may ask you questions based on your response.

The Designated Military Officer gave a brief description of the conients of the
Unclassified Summary of Evidence, Exiibit DMO-1, to the Administrafive Review

Board,

Designated Military Officer states commitment,

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.1) The Detainee stated he traveled to Afghanistan from
his home in Saudi Arabia a few weeks after the terrorist attacks of September 2001.

Detainee (through translator): That is not true because I went to Afghanistan before the
events of September 11", Prior to that for about three months, prior to the events.

Presiding Officer: Omar, may I ask you to please speak a little louder because we can’t
hear you over the air conditioner?

Detainee (through transiator): Yes, I will.
Presiding Officer: So you say you went before September 11™?

Detainee (through translator): Of course this kind of staternent I have made as soon as I
got here. Then after that I changed my statement under the interrogation. I admitted
everything honestly. I said I went to Afghanistan three months prior to the events of
September 11" and six months prior to that ] also went to Afghanistan but I went back to
Saudi Arabia.

Presiding Officer: What was the purpose of these trips?

Detainee (through translator): I am a human being that wanted to do the jihad. I wanted
to go to either Chechnya or Kashmir. Then I went to Afghanistan for training. [
participated with the Taliban. I don't have any ties to al Qaida or terrorism. That is the
summary of my statement. I was there when the Americans came and I was involved. ]
didn’t go there to fight the Americans.

Presiding Officer: Thank you for telling us the truth on the matter. DMO please read
the next point.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.2) The Detainee’s travel route was from Jeddah, Saudi
Arabia to Bahrain. The Detainee flew from Bahrain to Doha, Qatar and from Qatar he
flew to Karachi, Pakistan.

Translator: Sir, I asked if he wanted me to open his paper so he can follow along with us
and he said no.

Presiding Officer: Okay.

Detainee (through translator). Sir, the second point here is it an allegation or is it a
question?

Presiding Officer: It’s an allegation that was written before Omar told us about going to
Afghanistan for training and for Jihad.

Detainee (through translator): The route he took that is a normal route to go from Saud:
Arabia to Afghanistan. You have to go to Bahrain and then another country to get to
Afghanistan.

Presiding Officer: Does this mean that this is the same route you took on both the trips
that you just told us about?
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Detainee (through translator): No, the first trip was from Jeddah, Saudi Arabia to Dubai
to Karachi. That was the first trip and that was the route he took and what is written here
is the second trip he took to Pakistan.

Presiding Officer: Okay, thank you. DMO please proceed.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.3) A source identified the Detainee fighting for the
Taliban against the Northemn Alliance.

Detainee (through translator); Yes, | did say that and I was on the frontlines a few
months.

Presiding Officer: On the frontlines in what area?
Detainee (through translator). A town close to Bagram named Kharabaugh.
Presiding Officer: Okay, thank you. DMO please proceed.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.4) The Detainee left Jalalabad, Afghanistan and
traveled to Tora Bora, Afgbanistan after Jalalabad fell 1o the Northern Alliance. The
Detainee sought refuge in a cave with five other Arabs for approximately one month;
everyone in the cave was armed with a Kalashnikov rifle.

Detainee (through translator). That is true.

Presiding Officer: Is that your watch? [Transiator’s wrist watch was beeping.]
Translator: Yes. [Translator stops watch’s beeping.]

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Detainee (through translator): Sir, he said that is true. I was (here because the Taliban
fell at the time. Jalalabad fell after Kabul and there was no way to get out of those
mountain ways to go to Pakistan, So [ stayed in the mountain area for about a month.
From the beginning of Ramadan to the late time of Ramadan and then I retreated.

Board Member: Omar, were you involved in any combat during this period?

Detainee (through translator): To be honest there was no fighting, there was no combat,
there was only bombing that was going on. Later on the Northem Alliance came and I
was there. That was the later days but it was basically self defense.

Board Member: Omar, did you have a rifle?

Detainee (through translator): Yes, I was camrying RPG-7 and 1 also had a pistol.

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Presiding Officer: Where did you leam to use the RPG-77
Detainee (through translator): In al Faroug Camp.

Presiding Officer: Okay.
Detainee (through translator): He said I am very honest. ] am telling you honestly.

Presiding Officer: Okay. Thank you for that,

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.5) The Detainee stated the order to ieave the cave came
approximately ten days after the start of the American bombing. The Detainee aiso stated
some people lefi their weapons behind as they were fleeing Tora Bora, Afghanistan, The
Detainee chose to carry his weapon along with three additional magazines.

Detainee (through translator): That was at the end. That is true because when we were
pulling out there was a lot of snow in the mountains at the time. We walked through the
mountains with ice on the mountain for about three days and some of the people died
because of freezing. It was a heavy weight on them so some people threw their weapons
away. | chose not to throw the weapon away. I chose to keep the weapon, because I
don’t know what is going to happen on the way.

Presiding Officer: We understand. Thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.6) A source stated the Detainee was in Afghanistan
since 1997 fighting with the Taliban and Arab fighters eligned with Usama bin Laden.
The source also stated the detainee openly admitted to being part of a group that would
torture suspected spies among them.

Detainee (through translator): This statement is not true; it is false. 1 do have a passport
and you can look at the computer and find out what kind of tnps ] have made and you can
confirm how many trips I have teken and when did I take these trips. 1 was just a normal
person and 1 don't think I would be torturing spies or anything like that. This document is
not (rue.

Presiding Officer: Okay, We will take that answer into consideration when we make our
dectsion. |

Detainee (through translator): Very good.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.7.) A source stated the Detainee would travel to Saudi
Arabia on average once every three months and retum with new recruits and about 4,000
United States dollars.

Detainee (through translator): That is not true.
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Presiding Officer: You told us about two trips to Afghanistan.
Detainee (through translator). Yes, by myself.
Presiding Officer: That was my question.

Detainee (through translator): There was the first trip and the second trip and that is true
] was by myself. Those trips were spread out about & months apart.

Presiding Officer: Did anybody help you to go on these trips?
Detainee {through transiator). He chooses not to answer this question. I am here by

myself and | will be taking that responsibility by myself. He doesn't want to get anyone
involved with him.

Presiding Officer: I understand.

Detainee (through translator): My senses and my integrity don’t allow me to get
somebody else involved in this.

Presiding Officer: I understand.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.8.) A source stated the Detainee was part of one of the
last groups that retreated to a cave in the Tora Bora Mountains in late 2001, after the
United States began bombing. The source also stated the Detainee carried a rocket
propelled grenade launcher and the Detainee was an expert in mortars and as such was
responsible for preparing mortars,

Detainee (through translator): Yes, I did leave. I was one of the last groups to leave Tora
Bora and | used to carry a RPG weapon, but towards the end I replaced that with
Kalashnikov. But the wording saying that | was an expert, that’s not true.
Board Member: Omar, do you know how to operate mortars?
Detainee (through translator); Yes,
Board Member: Thank you.
Presiding Officer: Where did you learn to operate a mortar?
Detainee (through transtator); At the camp.
Presiding Officer: Which camp?
ISN 222
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Detainee (through translator): Al Farouq.
Presiding Officer; Thank you.

Designated Military Officer states connections and associations

Designated Mihtary Officer: (3.b.) The Detainee escaped Tora Bora, Afghanistan with
the Khalden Training Camp leader who is directly linked to several other senior al Qaida
operatives, including Usama bin Laden,

Translator: He wants me to repeat it.

Detainee (through translator): Yes, that is true somebody called the son of al Shetkh. He
was pulling out with us and he is under our custody.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.
Designated Military Officer states Intent

Designated Military Officer: (3.¢.) The Detainee expressed a desire to kill a Military
Police guard and also stated he really wanted to be let free so he could kill Americans.

Detainee (through translator): This is not true,
Presiding Officer: Okay.

Detainee (through transliator): I don't know where this statement came from because 1t 18
not true. In the past there used to be some problems that happened in the camp but these
are normal things that happen in any camp. -

Board Member; Omar, what is your attitude about Americans today?

Detainee (through translator): I don’t want to talk or say anything because 1 don’t want
to look like a liar,

Presiding Officer: Okay, it is important to tell the truth, but we understand that you don’t
want to answer this question. |

Detainee (through translator): I would be a liar if I say I love the Amencans, but that is
something that is not true.

Board Member: Omar, | guess where we are coming from is that we are trying to
understand the threat you may pose if you were released, So understanding if you hate
America or if you are willing to go and fight against America is unportant.
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Detainee (through translator): From the beginning 1 stated I did not go to Afghanistan to
fight Americans. [ didn’t have any problems with the Americans in the past. Of course,
1f I was released | have been away from my home for a long, long time. Away from my
family and I would like to get married as well. 1 would like just to relax. That is my
intent. My intent is to get out and go and look for a job and maybe even go back and get
some education, That is it.

Board Member: Omar, if you had the opportunity to get an education do you have any
special interest?

Detainee (through translator): I would like to learn about history. I read before about
history.

Board Member: Thank you.
Designated Military Officer states the following factors favor release or transfer.

Designated Military Officer: (4.2.) When the Detainee was questioned about the names
and phone numbers of al Qaida in his possession during capture he stated the reason he
had the names and phone numbers of al Qaida members was because they were his
brothers and friends, not because they were al Qaida.

Detainee (through transtator): How can you tell these people were al Qaida? Those
phone numbers and information that you got they were all about my cousins, my family,
and relatives. That is true. These people used to live in my town and during
interrogation I did tell them these are my friends. But you decided they were from al
Qeaida and they were not.

Presiding Officer: Okay, thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (4.b.) The Detainee stated he never fought with the Taliban
or al Qaida, and nc one attempted to actively recruit him during his travels from Saud
Arabia to Pakijstan.

Detainee (through translator): That is an old talk.

Presiding Officer: Yes, we understand that’s been repiaced by your answer here this
morning. Thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (4.c.) The Detainee denies any knowledge of or association
with the Taliban, al Qaida or any terrorist organization.

Detainee (through translator): That is true I was with the Taliban, but [ was never with al
Qaida.
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Presiding Officer: We understand that’s the same situation as the answer before.

Designated Military Officer: (4.d.) The Detainee stated he did not go to Afghanistan to
fight, but instead 1o visit his family.

[Detainee looked up and smiled]

Presiding Officer: Same thing.

Detainee (through translator): Same as before no reason to really comment on this.
Presiding Officer: Okay.

Designated Military Officer: (4.¢.) The Detainee stated he does not look up to Usama bin
Laden.

Detainee (through translator); | never said that.

Board Member; Omar, have you ever met Usama bin Laden?
Detainee (through translator): 1 refuse to answer that question.
Presiding Officer: Okay.,

Board Member: Omar, do you look up to Usama bin Laden?
Detainee {through translator): No, I don’t ook up to him.
Presiding Officer: Why not?

Detainee (through translator): He is just a normal person. He is just the Commander
with the Muslims so he is just a normal Muslim person. He has his own opinions and his
own thoughts and not necessarily should everyone back up his thoughts. 1 may agree
with some of the things that he talks about, but I also object to other things that he
believes in.

Presiding Officer: What do you object to?

Detainee (through translator): I ean not talk about it here in this setting because all of this
is recorded and it might count against me.

Presiding Officer: Okay, we won't insist...

Detainee (through translator): Like I said he is just a normal person I don't have too

believe in what he says and I don’t want to talk against him either. It is all recorded and
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if I do talk against him maybe that is not true. He is a normal human being and I don’t
hate him. He is just a normal person, but I don’t have to believe what he believes or his
thoughts and [ don’t back up his thoughts or opinions.

Presiding Officer: Okay, thank you for your answer.

Detainee (through translator): Including the isolated incidents of killing women and
killing kids, I don't believe in that, civilians for example. He has his own probiems with
the Muslims that are back there. Some people see him as an enemy combatant, some
people want to fight him, and other people went to back him up.

Presiding Officer: Okay, thank you for your answer.

Designated Military Officer: (4.f.) The Detainee stated be has an uncle who is a friend of
(reneral Dostum and is a supporter of the Northemn Alliance.

Detainee (through translator): Idid say that my uncle he knew of him, but he wasn’t his
friend. He wasn’t General Dostum’s friend. What happened was when Dostum used to
come to our town my uncle used to be one of the greeters to Dostum. But he doesn't back
anything or any of that, I said this before thinking it might help me to get released. That -
is why I said that. To be honest when ] was caught I was afraid of the Northern Alliance
and I said that in Kandahar when I was first caught. 1 did say that. Do you understand

that, sir?

Presiding Officer: Yes, I do undersiand, thank you.

Designated Military Officer (4.g.): The Detainee stated if he were released he would
simply return home and would not harm anyone unless they were the aggressor,

Detainee {through translator): Yes that is true, If I am living in my house and sitting in
my house and somebody wants to come and kill me, obviously, I am going to defend
myself. Even an animal would protect himself.

Presiding Officer: We understand.

Board Member: Omar, is there any other statement you would like us to consider in
regards 10 your release?

Detainee (through translator): This is all the statement that I mentioned o you. [ just
mention to you that [ would really like to get released I am tired of this and fed up with it.
I just want to go and get married and go about my business.

Presiding Officer: We understand.

Board Member: Omar, where do you consider home?
ISN 222
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Detainee (through translator); Of course originally I am a Muslim from Uzbekistan. We
migrated about 80 years ago. When the revolution of Stalin and Lenin, during that time.
My grandfather migrated and we entered Afghamistan. We lived there for a few years
then after that we left and traveled to Saudi Arabia. All our life we spent in Saudi Arabia.
All my immediate family and my relatives are in Saudi Arabia. 1 do still have sotne
tribes that are still living in Afghanistan. Our relationship with Uzbekisian has been
terminated so we don’t know anything about our relatives that are still back in
Uzbekistan. The government of Uzbekistan, they don’t want us and we don’t want them,
either.

Board Member: If you were released you would go back to Saudi Arabia?

Detainee (through translator): Yes my wish is to go back to Saudi Arabia because [ want
to go back to my family. The most important thing is I get released from here. Any
place would be fine with me. It is not important where 1 go but of course everybody
wishes to go back to their family.

Translator: Sir, I just mentioned to him that if you have anything eise that you want to
mention.

Presiding Officer: He will have another opportunity in just a minute.

The Board Members did not request any further time to review the unciassified
summary.

The Designated Military Officer confirmed that he had no further unclassified
information and requested a closed session to present classifled information relevant to
the disposition of the Detainee.

The Presiding Officer acknowledged the request.

The Presiding Officer opened the Administrative Review Board to the Detainee to
present information with the assistance of the Assisting Military Officer.

The Assisting Military Officer stated that the Detainee did not have anything to
present.

The Presiding Officer asks Assisting Military Officer to read the comments from the
Enemy Combatant Election.

The Assisting Military Officer reiterated the detainee’s comments section from the
Enemy Combatamt Election Form which was essentially no commendt.
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Presiding Officer: Omar, if you wish to make a statement at this time you may begin 1o
do that.

Detainee (through translator): All [ have, [ have mentioned to you.

Presiding Officer: Okay. Omar, has the Assisting Military Officer presented everything
that you wanted him to present to us?

Detatnee (through translator): Yes.

The Assisting Military Officer had no additional -Enfﬂrmntiﬂn to present.
The Assisting Military Officer had no questions for the Detainee.

The Designated Military Officer had no questions for the Detainee.
Administrative Review Board Members had guestions:

Board Member: Omar, do you believe it is your religious duty to fight America if
released?

Detainee (through translator): This matter belongs to the scholars. [ don't know if I
would or not.

Board Member: Omar, you have been here over five years. Can you describe how it has
affected you?

Deteinee (through translator): Ithank God I have been here five years and 1 haven't
gotten any disease or anything. I don’t think tpo much, | am a man that can live
anywhere. Whether it is tough or easy I will be able to manage and I will be patient. If a
person is patient enough then the result will be good. I fully comprehend things, you
know, my mind.... I operate fully with my mental status and psychologically I feel good,
and any Detainee, his wish is to get out of here. So you can obtain your freedom whether
it is living or the type of (ood you eat or the money you earn or the famity that you chose
to be with.

Board Member: One last question, Omar. How old are you?

Detainee (through translator): [ just entered 28.

Hoard Member: Thank you for your answers.

Prcsiding Officer: If you went back to Saudi Arabia what town would you live in?

Detainee (through translator): [ grew up in Medina and I prefer to go back there.
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Presiding Officer: If you were walking down the street in Medina one day and you
bumped into me what would you say?

Detainee (through translator): 1 would say hi.
Presiding Officer: 1 would say hi back. After that what would you say?

Detainee (through translator): You are a normal person. I would treat you like a normal
person. Idon't think I would be an enemy of yours and I don’t think you would be an
enemy of mine. Ideal with people individually. It is not necessary.... the responsibility
of President Bush that he brought and the problems that he brought doesn't mean that you
carry that on your shoulder, so I would not treat you like an enemy.

Presiding Officer: The Board Members, all of us, also believe in treating peopie like
individuals.

Detainee (through translator): Itold you thatI am a person that has a heart. I have mercy
and 1 would not fight a crazy fight or be a combatant just to be one. My goal or our goal
is not to kill people. Our goal is to recruit people to the Muslim religion. That is the
primary reason and we will not fight anybody unless they are the aggressors. I don’t
have any hard feelings or consider you as an enemy of mine because you are just a
normal person. When | used to go to Jeddah [ used to see westemners and also
Americans, and some of them were military people, so [ don’t have any problems with
them. I never had any problems with them, they are normal people. You guys consider
everyone here is like a wild animal and you think that al! they want to do is kill people.
That is the mentality that is considered about everybody here. That is true, I used to want
to go 10 Chechnya and Kashmir because I used to see in the movies and on television |
how the Russians used to oppress the females and I have 2 mind and also soft heart that I
felt for these people so that is why | wanted to go and help. [ wanted to go and when 1
went [ offered my soul and that is probably the most precious thing a human being can
have, I wanted to offer it because of the females and the kids. That was my intent. I
wanted to help the people even if it takes my soul to help the women and kids I used to
see. Not for the loving of oppression.

Presiding Officer: That is an important thing you just said; thank you. You have spoken
to this board very plainly today. You have behaved to this board with much respect and
that is imporiant for us to see. What is more important for us to see, is you the man,
otherwise all we would see is words on paper.

[Detainee continually nods]

Presiding Officer: There is just no comparisen. So I want to thank you for coming to
speak to the board today; it was imporiant.
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Detainee (through translator): 1f I may add one more last thing,
Presiding Officer: Yes.

Detainee (through transiator); Before when I was caught at first I did hide some personal
information because my family lives in Saudi Arabia. The government of Saudi Arabia
treats the people, other than Saudis, they treat them badly. Therefore, that is why [ did
not want to pose any harm to my family because of my doings. 1 hid a lot of things
because | used to send them letiers with the wrong addresses. It has been five years and [
don't know anything about them. Then I decided whatever happens, happens. God is the
one that is going to help and defend me. That is why 1 wanted to change because in the
beginning I did hide some things. | have six sisters and two brothers, and I have my
grandmother and also my mother and father. We all live in one house under one roof.
Our life 1s a happy life. My father owns a restaurant; my brother owns, in partnership
with someone else, a woman’s clothing store; my older sister has a tailor shop. That is
why | don't want to cause any problems for them or any harm because they are living a
normal life and the government of Saudi Arabia, their reatment to non Saudis 1s not a
good treatment, | was afraid they would deport them from Saudi Arabia, that was the

purpose.

Presiding Officer: Thank you for explaining that. I hope that when you go back to camp
today that you will tell your brothers how you were treated here. [ hope you will tell
them we histened carefully to what you had to say and that it is very impartant to us to see
end hear the man that we are deciding about,

Detainee (through translator): 1 would like to add on that if I may?
Presiding Officer: Please.

Detainee (through translator): Most of the people will probably not like to attend. [
refused the last board; I refused to show up, because the people really lost trust in this
board. They were saying that all the decisions go back to Bush and the Administrator of
Defense. So the people used to think, what is the use of showing up to this board if they
can’t have anything to their benefit. People they tried once or twice before but they felt
like there is no use to showing up to the board. That is the majority opinion of the people
about this board and this commission. Some people see that as something organized
something official. Some people think they have nothing to lose to show up so they
show up. This is some of the reasons why they don’t show up because they lost the trust
in the process. Most of the people that have left here they have lefi for other reasons it
seems like it is treaties and connections between Bush and other countnies. That is why
some of these people that were here left. The Military Commissions have decided on
some of the people to ieave, but they are still here and it has been almosli a year or year
and a half and they are still around here. They haven’t been released or transferred. That
is why most of the prisoners don't want to attend this process for that reason when they
see people who have been released but they are stll around. I was very hesitant whether
ISN 222
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to attend or not to attend. In the end | decided to attend because I have changed my story
and 1 wanted to give you the full story. That is why ] attended and I hope God will bring
good resulis for me.

The Assisting Military Officer presented the Notification of the Decision of the
Administrative Review Board, Exhibit EC-A, to the Administrative Review Board,

The Assisting Military Officer presented the Enemy Combatant Election Form, Exhibl
EC-B, o the Administrative Review Board,

The Assisting Milisary Officer read the AMO Comuments from the Enemy Combatant
Election Form, Exhibit EC-B,

Presiding Oflicer: Abd al Hadi Omar Mahmoud Faraj, before we get started, are you
feeling okay?

Detainee (through translator);. Yes sir, I'm feeling fine.
Presiding Officer: Is it too coid?
Detainee (through transiator); I'm good.

Presiding OfTicer: What would you like to be called throughout the remainder of this
process?

Detainee (through tranalator): My name is Abd al Hadi Omar Mahmoud Faraj, this is my
full name, Abd al Hadi is my first name.
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Presiding OfMicer: Understood, do you want us to pronounce your whole name or just
call you something else?

Detainee {through translator): My name is Ahd al Hadi, vou may call me Abd aj Had:.

The Designated Military Officer presented the Unclassified Summary of Evidence,
Exhibit DMO-1, {and DMO-2 1t DMO-3) to the Administrative Review Bourd.

The Designated Military Officer stated that a copy of these exhibits had been
previously disiributed to the Assisting Military Officer and Detainee.

The Presiding Officer noted from the Enemy Combatant Election Form that the
Detainee wanted to respond to each item of information from the Unclassified
Swmmary after if was presented,

The Desigrated Military Officer gave a brief description of the contents of the
Unclassified Summary of Evidence, Exhiblt DMO-1, to the Administrative Review
Board

Designated Military Officer {3-.3. 1): The detainee was abi¢ 10 ¢scape from a dismantied
terror cell and is believed to have fled to Afghanistin where he joined al Qaida’s military
training camps.

Assisting Military Officer: In response to the statement that the detainee was able to
escape from a dismantied terror cell and is believed to have fled to Afghanistan where he

there was no dismantied terrorist cell in Syria, The detainee further staled he had never
carried a weapon and had not received military training in Syvia or elsewhere. The
detalmee stated he left Syria for Iran 1o work for 2 months in order to pay for travel to
Saudi Arabia. (3a.1) '

Detainee (through transiator): This is what [ said, I'm happy with this reply.
Board Member: Why did you go to Afghanistan, especially during a war?

Detainee {through transjator): 1did not go to Afghanistan right away, I went to Iran. My
intentions were t0 go 10 Saudi Arabia. [was out of money, | had no money, 1 had no
wark, { could not go back 1o Syria, 50 | choose to stay in Iran, to go to Saudi Arabi
looking for work, my intenttons was not to go to Afghanistan.

Board Member: Now you say you went 10 fran, but cventually you ended up in
Afghanistan.

Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Board Mcmber: Why did you go to Afghanistan?
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Detainee (through translator): 1 had no money at that time-and, | was told by this person
that there were jobs in Afghanistan, you would be offered a job if you go to Afghanistan
right now. That’s why [ decided to go to Afghanistan at that time. My inlentions was w
go-to Afghanistan in order for me to go 10 Pakistan, so Afghanistan was a-siation for me
to-go to Pakistan, and that's why I stay in Afphanistan that long; because 1 was attempting
W g W Pakisian from there untit the war was over.

Presiding Officer: Okay, thank you.

Designated Military Officer (3.2.2); The detainee stated he traveled 10 Afghanistan
where he stayed in & Syrian guest house for approximately 12 to 18 months.

Assisting Military Officer: In response to the statement that the detainee stated he
traveled to Afghanistan where he stayed in a:Syrian guest house for approximately 12 to
18 months, the_detginee disqgreed. The detainee stuted the house was a private
residence, not a guest house. The detainee jurther stated he stayed at the hause with
seven other Syrians. The detainer stated he siayed in Afghanistan only 11 months.
(3.2.2)

Detainec (through tranglator): Yes.

Designated Military OfYicer (3.a.3): The Syrian house was located in the al Qaida
enclave area of Wazir Akhbar Khan in Kabul, Afghanistan.

Assisting Mililary Officer: In response to the staiement that the Syrien house was tocated
in the al Qaida enclave area of Wazir Akhbar Khan in Kebul, Afghanistan, the detainee
disagreed The detainee stated he was unaware the house way in an of Qaida area ond
that it was interragators who told him the area was Taliban and then later became al
Qaida. (3.4.3)

Detainee (through translator): Yes. The cepital Kabul, hig capital, big city and the first
interrogation session, [ was told the city belong 1o the Taliban and then later on, they told
me 1t belong to al Qaida. fust because someone resides in that city does not necessanily
mean that it does not belong to him{refermng to al Qaida and Teliban}. I know even the
Red Cross is in that city, does that make the Red Cross belong to Taliban or al Qaida?
The Red Ctoss is in that city.

Presiding Officer: We're not necessarily talking ebout the city itself; we're talking about
the Syrian house that was located in Kabul.

Dretainee (through translator): There’s a lot of houses, there's 30 many houses in there, &
lot of Arabte nationalities, a fot of Syrians, not all the houses in there belong to al Qaida
or was affiliated with al Qaida. The owner of that house had nothing to do with Taliban
or al Qeida, no afftliation with them what s5¢ ever with neither of them.
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Designated Military Officer (3.b.1); The delainee stated he stayed at the Syrian house
and received lessons from a Sheikh.

Assisting Military Officer: 'In response to the statement that the detainee stated he stayed
at the Syrian house and received lessons from a Sheikh, the derainee agreed  The
detainee further explained he had no imowledge abour the Sheikh other than ke spoke
Arabic. The detainee stated he did not know the Sheikh’s nationality. The lessons were
aboui living as an Islamic with topics on purity, ablution, jurisprudence, and reading the

Karan. The lessons were given every week, but the detainee did not agiend every one of
them. (3.b.1}

Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Boerd Member: What was (he Sheikh's name?

Detainee {ithrough translator): They call him lssa, Shetkh issa.
Board Member: What did he teach?

Detainee (through translator); Anything to do wilh relipious teachings, things like purity,
jurisprudence, Arabic literature, and how to read Koran, whatever 1o do with islamic
leachings and reading the Koran

Board Member: Did he talk about Jihad?

Detainee (Whrough translator): He did not mention anything about Jihad and 1 have not
heard him talk about anything like that. He was an eiderly man snd he did not talk about
Jihad, I wasn't aitending all of his lessons, Ijust went there whenever I could or when |
had free (ime to attend bis lessons. I did not stay there for more than 15 to 20 minutes at
a time. Through all this fime, | did not notice anything that would indicate that he was
anything but a religious teacher. .

Board Member: How long did he veach or how long did you go (o the class?

Detainee (through transiator): ] have no idea how long he was tzaching for, however, 1

was there for 3 months and for all that time [ was (here, he was teaching. L really- don

know if he was teaching before | was there or if he was teaching after I left and all that,
tn for the three to four month period that 1 was there, he was teaching.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.2): An individual with access to a senior al Qaida
official stated the Sheikh was a scholar for the Arabs, was part of the al Qaida network,
and that he would provide approximately two weeks of training to students from the al
Qaida training cemps before they went to fight. Topics included waking weapons from
ereny dead, killing non-believers such as Americans, and dealing with Muslims fightling
in 2 non-believer’s army.
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Assisling Military Oflicer: In regponse to the statement that an individual with access to
a senior al Qaida official stated the Sheikh was a scholar for the Arabs, was part of the al
Qaida network, and that he would provide approximately twe weeks of training to
students from the al Qaida training camps before they went to fight. Topics included
taking weapons from enemy dead, killing non-believers such as Americans, and dealing
with Muslims fighting in a non-believer’s amny, the detainee disagreed.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.4): The detaince was identified as a Syrian who was
trmaned in al Qaida ¢camps-in Afghanistan and was believed to be ﬁghung with or on
behalf of Usama bin Laden as of early December 2001,

Assisting Military Officer: In response'to thé statement that {he detaince was identified
as a:Syrian who was trained in al Qaida camps in Afghamstan and wes believed to be
fAghting with or-on behalf of Usama bin Laden as of early December 2001, rhe detgines
disagreed. The detainee stated he had never carried a weapon or received ary milltary
training; therefore, it:Is impossible that he had fought with Usama bin Laden. (3.b.4)
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Detainee {through translater): Yes.

Designated Military Officer (3.c): The detainee’s name or alias appears on a document
recovered from safe house raids on suspected al Qeida.

Asststing Military Officer: In response to the statement that the detainee’s name or alias

appears on a document recovered from sale house raids on suspected al Qaida, the

detgince disagreed The detainee stated the name ABQO OMER MOHWAMMED ihar was
Sfound in a document was niot the detainee’s name. The detainee stated he had heard the
interrogaiors call him that name at the beginning. The deiainee srated his real name was
ABU OMAR AL HAMAW!

Detainee (through translator). Yes,

Designated Military Officer (3.d): The detainee was captured on 03 Jaouary 2002 in &
Pakistan border town,

Detainee (through transiator): 1have no clue or knowledge of that. The exact date of
when he was captured,

Presiding Officer: Okay, you may nol have the exact date bul what were the
circumslances surrounding your caphire?

Detainee (through translalor): In one of my attempts to go to Pakistan, like 1 mentioned
carlier, I wanted 10 go 10 Pakistan. | was captured hecause [ was irying to go through to
Pakistan, the Pakistani authorities stopped me check my papers and everyihing and I was
captured?

Presiding Officer: Why did the Pakistani authorities turn-him over to the US?

Detainee (through translator): My understanding there was a secrei treaty between
Pakistan and the US, to surmender all of the Arabs and sell them for $5000 & piece and |
suess | was a part of Lhat bargain until it was over and done, some people discovered the
whole plot and it just paid for the politicians and their games.

Designated Military Officer (4.a): The detainee denied having any knowledge of the
attacks. in the United States prior 1w their execution on 11 Seplember 2001, and also
denied knowiedge of any rumors or plans of future attacks on the United Staes or United
Siates interests.

Detainee (through transiator): No response.

Designated Military Officer (4.b.): The detainee stated he had no knowledge of al Qaida,

Usama bin Laden, or the Taliban outside of information he heard .on radio broadcasts.

Presi_d_ing Officer: Abd Al Hadi, going back to your response ahout goinp to Afghanistan
because you wanted to get a job and make money, knowing the prablems with the war
and all going on, why did you take such a chance?

Detainee (through translator): Like 1 mentioned earlier, my first intentions were to go ©
Saudi Arabia but since I couldn't afford to go to Saudi Arabia, § choose to go to Iran and
work there for a couple of months and then when { was out of money, I was toild by this
person to go (0 Alghanistan to get a job end work there for a while, then eventually make
my way 10 Saudi Arabia. 1 was forced to stay in Afghanistan for that long because 1 was
out of money and no joband 1 wanted to work there to make some money in order for me
to.be able to afford the travel expenses io go to Saudi Ambia since I couldn’t .go back to
Iran. [did ot plan this trip this way at all, 1 was not intending on going to Afghanistan
and be there forthat long or stay with that Sheikh.

Presiding Officer: So you lell Afghanistan 10 go to Pakistan and with no moncy, what
were your intentions once you got to Pakistan?

Dewminee (through transiator): [ did not Jeave my country to go 1o Afghanistan. 1 wanted

10-go 1o Pakistan. | was told that Pakistan had a better economy situatian than

Afghanisian, the counlry wasn't in war 50 you can find a job easy, and:that’s what I was
~ told at least. My intention was to go to Pakistan and work there?

Board Member: You've been to Iran for work, you've went to Afghanistan 10 Jook for
work and you also attempted o go into Pakistan, you were able to move into those
couniries preity well, the question I have is why was it 30 expensive to-move to Saudi
Arabia?

Detnince (through translator); It's much more complicated W go 1o Saudi Arabiathan any
other country, especially from Syria. First, you, you need a sponsor o go to Saudi

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The Assisting Military Officer read the AMO Comments from the Enemy Combatant

Assisting Military Officer: The detainee’s ARB interview was conducted on i4
November 2007. After reviewing the ARB’s purpose and procedures, the Arabic
translated Unclassified Summary of Evidence was read to the detainee. When asked if he
wanted to attend the ARB, present a written or oral statement, or have the AMO speak on
his behalf, the detainee stated he would attend the ARB and submit letters. A follow-up
interview was conducted on 15 November 2007 to obtain the letters to be submitted.
Copies of both the English and Arabic translated Unclassified Summary of Evidence
were provided to the detainee at the end of the first interview according 1o the JDG
Standard Operating Procedures.

Additional Comments:
The detainee appeared at his interviews wearnng a tan uniform.

The detainee stated he has appeared before severnl ARB’s before and the boards are not
fair. He stated the unclassified summary of evidence contains matters that the detainee
has answered many times before. He further stated that he was still a detainee because he
was not a Saudi. Still further, the detainee stated the unclassified summary insists that
the detainee was the Director of Intelligence, but the detainee stated that everybody
knows the actual Director of Intelligence was transferred fromn Guantanamo Bay two
months ago.

The Designated Military Officer presented the Unclassified Summary of Evidence,
Exhibit DMO-1-3, to the Administrative Review Board.

The Desiguated Military Officer stated that a copy of these exhibits hod been
previowsly distributed to the Assisting Military Officer and Detainee,

The Presiding Officer noted from the Enemy Combatant Election Form that the
detainee wanted to respond to each item of information from the Undlassified
Summary as it was presented

Deteinee (through translator): Yes.

Presiding Officer: The Designated Military Officer will read each factor from the
Unclassified Summary. We will then provide you a chance 1o respond. Board members
may ask you questions based on your response.

The Designated Military Officer gave a brief description of the contents of the
Unciassified Summary of Evidence, Exhiblt DMO-1, to the Administrative Review
Board.
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Designated Milltary Officer: (3.a.1) The detainee stated that in 1997 he broke into a
box car, which was considered a serious offense by the Iragi governmeat. The
detainee stated he felt he had to flee to Iran. The detainee stayed in Iran for
fourteen months. The detainee stated life in Iran became difficult and he was afraid
of being discovered. The detuinee stated he met an Iragi smuggler who aeted as a
guide and took the detainee and his family to a town near the border of Quetta,
Pakistan. The detainee stated he contacted the United Nations for the purpose of
requesting political asylom there but he did not complete the paperwork. Overa
period of three months be and his family lived in Karachi, Quetta and Islamabad,
Pakistan.

Detainee (through transiator): There are some mistakes in the information. Iieft in the
end of 1996, not 1997, It is a train not acar. 1 was afraid to be caught. My life was
tough, I didn't have legal document in Iran. This is my story.

Presiding Officer: Why did you break into the box car, what were you aﬂer"

Detatnee (through translator): There were agricultura] items in the box car for Saddam
government not for the poor people so we broke in to take these items. We were going to
use it or sell it.

Presiding Officer: So that was your reason for fleeing Iraq?

Detainee (through transiaror). Yes, they arrested my mother-in-law for that case. She
was arrested for five years for that case. She also paid a penalty. This is my story, you
have my docurnent for this.

Designated Military Offieer: (3.0.2) The detainee stated that in 1998 he went from
Islamabad to Peshawar, Pakistan then to Afghanistan. The detainee stated he did
not tell the Taliban he was a Shiite. The detainee stated the Tallhan let him move
into & house, by coincidence, with another Shiite family near Kabul, Afghanistan.

Detaince (through transiator): 1didn’t have any money and my govemment didn’t give
any money that is why I left Pakistan, 1and my family were hungry and I didn’t have
any money. The second point, they were using the Shiite house to put the people in,
They didn’t know that I was Shiite. When you came there they would put you in a Shiite

home.

Board Member: They would put Shiite with Shiite?
Detainee (through transiator); Yes

Presiding Officer: This is what the Taliban did all the time?

Detainee (through translator): Yes.
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Board Member: The Taliban didn’t care about the Shiites, is this correct?

Detainee (through iranslator): Yes.

Board Member: Why did they take you in and give you somewhere to live? They didn’t
know that you were Shiite is that correct? |

Detainee (through rfm:.sfa!ar): Yes, they didn’t know that. If they knew they would have
put me in jail.

Board Member: Did you speak their languagé, how did you communicate with them?

Detainee (through rransiator): 1 spoke a little bit of their language. I learn a little Farsi
when I was in Pakistan. When I went to the police station they had someone there that
spoke Arabic.

Board Member: Why did they give you a house?

Detainee (through transiator); They didn't give me a house, [ was an immigrant. It
wasn’t only me. There were people from all over the Middle East, people even from
Iraq. You don’t need a passport to get into Afghanistan. The border was open.

Board Member: What did they expect of you for giving you a house?

Detinee (through transiator). Nothing, they thought 1 had a family but I had nothing.
The Minister of Immigration used to help people over there, people with nothing, just
help. You can find this in most of the Middle East countries. I used to live in Iraq with
eleven families. They didn’t give people asylum over there.

Board Member: Was it you your wife and children?

Detainee (through transiator). Yes,

Board Member: How many children?

Detainee {through translator): At that time | only had one girl.
Presiding Officer: Thank yow

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.3) A source stated the detainee told the source that
the detainee worked with the Taliban and operated as a conduit hbetween the
Taliban in Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan and the former president of Iraq, Saddam
Hussein, The detainee told the source that the detainee traveled via a secret
vehicular route between Iraq and Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan. The detainee talked
about one specific trip that he made to get supplies from Iraq. Upon return, the
detainee distributed the supplies to members of the Taliban.
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Detainee (through transiator): This is not true,

Board Member: Did you travel at all during that time period?
Detainee (through translator): No. 1 would not leave my fﬁmily.
Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.4) A source stated the detninee talked about one
specific trip that he made to get supplies from Iraq. Upon return, the detainee
distributed the supplies to members of the Taliban. In return the Taliban gave the
detainee two black Toyota military specific vehicles.

Detainee (through iransiator): That is not correct.
Board Member: Did you own a vehicle?

Detainee (through rransiator): I owned two cars but they didn’t belong to me. They
belonged to the company. The values of the two cars were eight hundred dollars. When
I fix them 1 would sale them and buy another car. I would use them for transportation
like a taxi, I never own my own car.

Board Member: Normally to receive food and assistance you would have to do something
to receive this, are you saying that you never did anything?

Detainee (through transiator): The Taliban wanted me to leave my family and go end
fight. I would not leave my family to fight. They would want to give you a weapon to go
and fight and leave your family. They assistant of Police would say why don’t you go
and fight you aren’t doing anything but eating. So everyone would get mad because I
would not go and fight. 1 would just take their food from them. I had to feed my farmiy
three times a day. I met a Mullah in Kabu! in 1999. He later died.

Boerd Member: Were other Shiites living in the house fighting?

Detainee (through transiator): The other Shiite family only stayed there for three months
and then left. There was anpther guy at the house, He worked at the police station., He
stayed for one day and then would go back to his family. They used to live with me. He
stayed for three months and then he left. It was too rough for him.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.5) A source stated the detrinee decided to create a
fighting uni¢ comprised predominantly of Iragis and cthuic Arebs from within
Afghanistan. The detainee intended to sell the unit's services to the bighest bidding
warlord. The detainee would promise them food, clothing, housing, transportation
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and documentation if they would join his vnit. If they refused, the detainee turmed
them over to the Taliban as a spy 2nd subsequeént imprisonment and torture.

Detainee (through translator): That is not correct.

Board member: Why would you thmk that someone would say something like that
about you?

Detainee (through transiator): There was a problem between us in camp four. There
were two sources. Both of them were Iraqis. The original sources were two Iragis.. They
are the ones that talked about me from Kabul. One of them admits that the information is
not correct. He was willing to be present at this court today to tell you that the
information is not correct. He knows me very well. This is a question of revenge. They
are hoth here. '

Board Member: Are both of them here?

Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Board Member: Did this happen here or over in Afghanistan?

Detainee (through translator). No, it happened here.

Presiding Officer: Are the two Iraqgis that made the original statement here in the camp?

Detainee (through tramslator}. One of them meade a statement and the other didn’t. Yes,
they both are here.

Board Member: What are their numbers?

Detainee (through translator): 758, 111. The 111 just heard 758 tallong about me. 111
would be willing to come to the board for me. 758 came to Afghanistan several times
and asked me for help. I found out that he smoked drugs and told him not to come to my
house any more. That is why he doesn’t like me. This problem was between five Iragis.

Presiding Officer: Was this the first year that you were able to get them to make
statements on your behalf?

Detainee (through translator}: Last year, the papers were taken because someone died.
When we came to the board and asked the AMO for the statement, they couldn’t bring
them because they were in some office.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Desigrated Milicary Officer: (3.a.6) A source stated the detainee aftempted to
recruit individuals into the detainee’s fighting unit. A couple of these individuals

went to Uzbekistan where they were captured and returned to Afghankstan. The
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source stated the Taliban put the individuals in jail in Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan,
where they were interrogated by the detainee.

Detainee (through transiator). This is not correct. 435 ig here, he thinks I'm the cne that
handed him to the military in Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan. He was in Mazar-e-Sharif for
six months. How come I didn’t bother him them. He called me and said T was arrested in
Mazar-e-Sharif and asked me to come and visit him. I took him some cigarettes to smoke
and that is it. They contacted the Assistant Minister of Defense to ask him for belp. He
then sent a letter to the police station to release him. Then one day the Assistant Minister
of Defense took him in for seven deys. Ididn’t know any of these things. He later came
to my house and told me these things. He then left and went to raq and came back in
about a month. He wanted me to help him and I told him I couldn’t help him. I have
nothing to give yow 1 gave him Two Hundred Thousand Afghanistan money which is
about one dollar and fifty cents. After two days he came back. He said I have nothing, |
told him I couldn’t help him. So he asked me where do you want me to go? I told him
whatever food that I get I will give him some, so he stayed with me until the Taliban
came. When T got arrested [ told them he was in the village when they asked me about
him. 1didn’t hand him to them, Please read his file, he can lie.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.7) A source stated he went to the detrinee’s
residence, which was owned by the Taliban police. The source stated the detainee
asked the source to join a group of fighters tbe detuinee had recruited but the source
declined. The source stated thet the detainee later tnok the detainee’s group of
fighters to the front lines to fight against the Northern Alliance.

Detainee (through translator): This is not correct My statement is there.
Designated Military Officer: (3.2.8) A source stated the detainee was an interrogator
with the Taliban Security. The source also stated the detainee was affiliated with

the non-government organization, al Wafa. The source also stated the detainee said
al Wafa gave money to the Taliban.

Deiainee (through translator); This is not correct.

Board Member: Where you ever an interrogator?

Detainee (through translator): Never.

Board Mecmbers: Did you ever work where there were interrogations going on?

Detainee (through translator): 435 and 758 have spread this rumor about me. I did have &
friendship with the Assistant of Interrogation, he would help me out. When [ would go to

Board Member: Have you ever worked at a jail?

Detainee (through trenslator): No. In Imq we use to work with the Police, but not in
Afghanistan.

Presiding Officer: What do you know about the al Wafe organization?

Detainee (through translator): There is a village in Mazar-e-Sharif, and the al Wafz
organization was making a well for drinking. The person that is responsible for the water
is in Camp four. He had admitted he used to work for al Wafa. He had admitted and I
don’t know why he put my name in. I have no relationship with them. 1 don’t know them
at all. The leader of the al Wafa organization is here, |

Board Member: Did you ever take any money from them?

Detainee (through translator): 1 never have taken any money from them, not¢ven a
dollar. One time a member from al Wafa came to my house and they wanted me to give
them a ride to the village. In my way I was planning to put gas in my car but they put the
gas in. This is the only money that | ever have taken from them, which I didn’t as they
paid half for the gas and I paid the other half, The members are here als¢, and they can
tell you that this hes happened.

Presiding Officer; Okay, thank you.

Designated Military Officer; (3.8.9) Another source stated that the detainee was an
interrogator for the Taliban and had a relationship with the al Wafa organization.
The source stated the detainee had a cell phone, which in Afghanistan a person must
have permission from the Minister of Defense and the Taliban to bave a cell phone,

Detainee (through translator); [ have never worked as an interrogator, or worked for al
Wafa. Idid have a phone center shop were the people could come and make phone calls,
You already have that information. The Minister of Defense does not have anything to

do with this. The authorization is not from the Minister of Defense, it is from the
gOVernor.

Board Member: Dhid you have a cell phone or a shop?

Detainee (through translator): No | had a phone center shop, not a cell phone. I had this
shop for no more than three months, This shop 1s in the middle of Mazar and everyone
knew aboul this shop. The company that owned the phone is in Islamabad. It was only
one phone that was in the shop.
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Presiding Officer: Did you own the shop or worked there?
Detainee (through translator): Yes I own the shop.
Presiding Officer: Qkay, thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (3.2.10) A1l Wafa is identified in Execative Order
13224. Executive Order 13224 was created to block property and prohibit
transactions with persons who commit, threaten to commit, or support terrorism.

Detainee (through translator). 1 was not with al Wafa or any other terrorist organization.
Presiding Officer: Okay.

Designated Military Officer: (3.5.11) A source stated that the detainec was the
Director of Intelligence for the Taliban at Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan,

Detainee (through translator): He was released from here August 7 at night; his ISN is
532. Everyone knows who’s the Director of Intelligence 13, That one controlled half of
Afghanistan: He tried to give me the positions so [ would get in trouble instead of him.

Board Member; What is his number?
Detainee (through trenslator): His number is 532.
Presiding Officer: Okay. Thank you.

Designated Military Officer: (3.2.12) A source stated that the detainee was the Chief
of the Talihan's interrogation office at Mazar, Afghanistan. The detainee was
responsihle for overseeing and conducting interrogations. The detninee had
approximately 10 to 15 interrogators working for him. Afghanis that werc
interrogated were mostly just questioned, sometimes beaten, Uzbeks were often
beaten or tortured. Shiites were almost always (ortured.

Detainee (through translator): That is not correct.

Board Member: Is he here?

Detainee (through translator): He was arrested and paid money and was released.
Presiding Officer; Okay. Thank you.

Designated Miliary Officer; (3.a.13) A source stated the detainee told the soarce
that he worked as a recruiter for the Taliban and s an interrogator for the Taliban
police in Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan.

I needed to do this because I needed medical, food and
their help. I took food from their kitchen.

Board Member: How long did you live like this, taking food from them?

Board Member: So when did you join the Iraqi Interior Ministry Police?

Designated Military Officer: (3.b.2) The detainee stated that in 1985 he joined the
Iragi Military’s 702nd brigade, a light mfantry brigade, which relied mainly on the
Kalashnikov riflc and the Russian PK machine gun.

Detainee (through translator): This is not correct. In. 1985 I joined the Iraqi Military
Police. In 22 February 1987 ] was transferred to the army and 1 worked for the police for
tWO YenTs.

Presiding Officer: So in 1985 you joined the Iragi Military Police and then in February
1987 you joined the army, and you worked for the Military Police for two years?

Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Board Member: Here it says that they Detainee stated he did this, so is he now saying

that he didn’t state these things?
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Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Presiding Officer: Okay,

Designated Military Officer: (3.b.3) The detainee admits to knowing how to
interrogate in Arabic. |

Detainee (through translator): That is not correct. One week before, I told her the
interrogator that as long as they have been interrogating me I would bave experience
now.

Detainee (\hrough translator): This is not correct. The Amin Emergency Group is under
the police, the police control this. Qur job is like security. We didn’t even have a prison,
we were & smal] group. The source didn’t like Iraqis or me. Ilove Iragis, I'm an [raqi.
Why would I kill or torture my own people. I love Iraq very much. [Most of the pcople
that are against Saddam are my people.] Saddam tortured my people,

Board Member: Is he saying that he worked for them?

Detainee (through translator): Yes. He worked for a small security group. We didn’t kill
people. |

Board Member: Security of what? 1}id you carrier a gun?
Detainee (through translator): We control the area, and yes I carried a gun?
Board Member: What time frame was this?

Detatnee (through transiator): In 1985 and 1986. Afier that they transferred me to the
army. I have brought official documents for my country that you should have.

Presiding Officer: Okay.

2. A soarce said that a few months prior to 11 September 2001 the detaince sent an

associate to Usama bin Laden's house io Kandahar, Afghanistan for money. At the
| ISIN 433
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meeting with Usama bin Laden, the associate received 11,000 United States Dollars.
The detainee used this money to dig wells in the Mazar, Afghanistan. The associate
also received 100,000 American dollars from al Wafa for the detainee to build a
bridge, repair roads and buy a car.

Detainee (through translator): That is not correct. Even when they came to dig a well in
Mazar they dug their own wells. They did not give us any money. The amount is not
correct.

Board Member: Were you involved in the digging of the wells at all?

Detainee (through translator): No. they are accusing me here and now they are changing
their statements. The men from al Wafe were digging the wells in the village.

Presiding Officer: Okay. Thank you.

3. The detainee stated that the Governor of Mazar-e-Sharif, provided him with a
permit to get his telephone turned on. The detainee éxplained that satellite
telephone service required a permit and a setup fee of 300 United States Dollars.
The detainee said he asked and received assistance from the Taliban because he had
to feed his family.

Detainee (through translator): This is not true. Regarding the phone I received it in
2000, and I asked the Taliban for help in 1998 and they helped me and they continued the
help. Regarding the 300 United States Dollars I did use the phone for three months,
because, I didn’t have the money to pay it. After [ sold the phone [ paid them there
money. All this information is in the communication paperwork. Thete is no need for
me to lie because this is a business.

Board Member: Did he have to pay a 300 dollars set up fee for the phone?

Detainee (through translator); Every shop had to pay a fee of 300 dollars to be able to
usc the phone. There arc about 60 shops in Mazar that used the same phone.

Board Member: Was it a satellite phone?
Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Presiding Officer: Jowad, My I call you Jowad?
Detainee (through tmn_slatnr): Yes.

Presiding Officer: In one of your earlier statements you said, you worked for a phone
center. Now you are saying that you got permission from the governor of Mazar to get

Thank god that you didn’t say that 1
fought against Americans. I went to the village but it was after September 11, 2001.1
went with my family. We needed some stuff. My daughter was sick so 1 had to take care
of her.

Board Member: So you and your family went back to Islamabad?
Detainee (through translator): Yes.
Board Member: How far is it from Mazar to Islamabad?

It
is about two hours. I used to work and do transportation for the people so it will take me

two hours.

5. A source stated that the detainee was in Afghanistan for four years and that the
detainee met with g senior al Qaida member to obtain money.

Detainee (through translator): That is not correct. No one during my interrogation
asked me that question.

Presiding Officer: Thank yow

6. The detainee stated he met a Mullah in Kabul who was a Taliban leader. The
Mullah assisted his family to stay in the house with a Shiite family. He stated that he
continued tn receive financial assistance from the Taliban and that a commander
gave bim a piece of land.

Detainee (through translator): 1told you that { knew a Mullah in Kabul and he helped

. me. Idid live with a Shiite family. The piece of land after September 11, one of the
people from the village said you can use it because you don’t receive any more help from
the Taliban. It wili help you to feed your family and some where to live. Mullah died in
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1999. The piece of land afier 1999 ] didn’t even use it because [ stayed in the village.
The person that told me to use it was from the Northern Alliances.

Board Members: You were given the land after September 117
Detainee (through translator): Yes.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Designated Military Officer States Other Relevant Data

1. A letter recovered from a former al Qaida training camp that was addressed to a
senior al Qalda official identified the detainee as a former Iraqi Intelligence Officer

that deserted his post and fled to Afghanistan. The letter also identifies the detainee
as a member of the al Qaida Security Command assigned as an investigator despite

being unable to speak Farsi or Pashtu.

Detainee (through translator): Do you want my opinion or what?

Presiding Officer: They ere saying that they found a letter identifying you as an lraqi
Intelligence Officer, is this tree or not?

Detainee (through translator); No, this is not true. This is only information that
someone said I was an Iragi Intellipence Officer.

Board Member: Could you tell us why your name wotild be on a letter?

Detainee (through translator): You have an official statement from my government thai [
work for the police in Iraq. I resigned in 1989 and my rank was lower then a specialist.
You have official paperwork that says this. You must bave to finigh high school but 1
only firish grade school. I wrote to my family in October 1998. Telling them I'm in
danger in this country and asking them to tell my cousin to send me some help so I could
leave this place.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

Detainee (through translator): Please make sure that you read the statement that 1
submitted with my hand writing and the dates on it. I also submitted a statement last year
that showed that I worked for the police. I think my attorney submitted them last year.

2. A source stated that the detninee was an important military eommander with the
Taliban in Mazar-e-Sharif and because of his prominence, 2 bodyguard frequently

sccompanied him,

Detainee (through translator): He wasn’t a bodyguard; he use to pick up the money from

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the people in the villege, his name is Salam, There were two people a driver and another
person in the vehicle with him. He was picking people up.

Board Member: Money for what?

Detainee (through translator); Transportation that he provided to the people in the
village.

Detainee (through translator); He lived in UZBEKISTAN.
Board Member: Did you ever meet them?

3. A source stated a North Alliance Commander sent saldiers to capture the
detainee. The commander’s forces took into possession two vehicles, and the
military house that was given to the detaince by the Taliban members who were
working with the detainee at the time of the capture.

September 11. One of the Northern Alliance Commanders took the car, the people from
the village reported him and they put him in jail and gzve the car back to the village.

Detainee (through transiator): [ use to help them do things for them like driving them
places. What-ever they asked I did for them, I lived with them. Even after the Taliban
left, the people in the village feed me and my family. They did this for two years unlil
my family went back to Irag.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.

4. A source stated the detainee said & senior al Qaida member was in charge of all
Arabs in Afghanistan and reported directly to Usama bin Laden, and the next
person under this senior al Qaida member in the chain of command was the
detainee. |

Detainee (through translator): That is not correct. All the interrogators asked all the
Arabs about me and no one knew me. [ didn’t want to have anything to do with them.

Presiding Officer: Thank you.
4, The following primary factors favor release or transfer:

The detainee stated he was a2 good friend with an individaal who was the leader of a
Taliban tribe in Afghanistan. The detainee stuted he could not be in charge of
anything with the Taliban because he was a forelgner, but instead served as & type
of advisor to the individual The detainge stated there was no real structure to the
Taliban and people were in positions based on how intelligent they were.

That was
the only things that I did for them.

d. The detainee said that he had never used a weapon against the United States or
the Northern Alliance.

Detainee (through translator): Yes.
Presiding Officer: Thank you.

e. The detainee said that even though the Taliban provided him with a house and
food for himself and his family every day; they did not require him to work for
them.

f The detainee said that he never worked for the Talihan, but that members of the
Taliban provided food and shelter for him and his family.

Detainee (through translator); Yes, He use to work for the Americans, He gave them
information.

i. The detainee stated that in his opinion the other Iraqi detainees were fahricating
stories aboui the detainee.

Detainee (through translator). Yes, he admitted it.
Presiding Officer; Okay, Thank you.

j. The detainee stated that he was not the Director of Intelligence for the Taliban,
and other detasinees are saying he is because they do not like him,

Detairee {through translator): Yes.
Presiding Officer: You seem to be a likeabie guy, why wouldn’t they like you?

Detainee (through trenslator): Because I'm Shiite. They are not my blood, they are not
Shiite.

Presiding Officer: Okay. Thank you.

k. The detainee stated in order to become a Taliban interrogator a person must be
an Afghan citizen, have a degree and then be appointed hy the Minister of the
Interior. The detainee stated interrogators earned tbree dollars a month. The
detainee knew this because he was friends with nll the interrogators.

Detainee (through wansiator): [ use to know them by face, There wasn’t any friendship
between us. 1 only took food to the interrogators.

Presidimg Officer: Okay.

L The detainee stated his charity was one reason he was respected in the village. He
provided (ranaportation for the villagers who would only pay what they could
afford.

Detainee (through translator): Yes. It was not free.
Presiding Officer: Okay. Thanks

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m. The detainee stated he provided two individuals with money and food back in
Afghanistan. The individuals thought the detaineec had money because he had a car
in his driveway. The detainee stated the car was an older car provided by the
company for which he worked.

q. The detninee stated that he assisted the Northern Alliance by providing
transportation to the Northern Alliance Soldiers and housing their top spy. The
detainee stated he did this even though thia put him and his family in danger and
that the Taliban would have put him to death if they found out.

Detainee (through translator): Yes. | wes gambling with my life when I took that guy in
my car. The Taliban was looking for him.

Detainee (through translator): I was planning on going from Pakistan to Afghanistan
back to Iran. Two Iraqi took me to Kabul and left me there. I didn’t know Farsi or Pashtu
the spoken language there. 1 couldn’t go back to Iran to be with my family. My wife was
pregnant at the time so that’s how I ended up going to the police station,

Board Member: Could you have left Afghanistan after you had made some money from
the car business and the phonoe center?

Detainee (through translator): I didn’t have anything in Afghanistan People thought that

I had things. Everything belonged to the people there. I was planning on leaving, I had
contacted my cousin. I was always in contact with my cousins about leaving here.

The Deslgnated Milltary Officer confirmed that he had no further unclassified
information and reguested a closed session to present classified information relevant to
the disposition of the Detainee.

The Presiding Officer acknowledged the request.

The Presiding Officer opened the Administrative Review Board to the Detainee to
present information with the assistance of the Assisting Military Officer.

Detainee (through transiator): Why, | have been here for six years. I have four kids;
also [ have a mother and father back home. I had never fought against the Americans.
My enemies are telling you these things about me. I haven’t even seen my daughter, she
was born while I was here. I haven’t done anything to the Americans. Tell me what can
I do to get out of here? Do you want me to lie and say that I'm part of al Qaida for you to
let me go? Idon’t know anything about al Qaida; [ never worked for al Wafa. I never
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took amything from the Taliban; they never gave me any money, I have been honest with
you. Six yents have been long enough. T was a friend to the guy that did the
interrogations, is that a crime? That is not a crime knowing someone. Even 1f | had killed
someone six years here is Jong enough. Even if 1 had killed over a hundred people |
would get some kind of sympathy from the government, six years is enough. I’'m asking
you what did [ do, can you tell me? I want to be able to read o my kads. My mother and
father are close to dying. My father is Severty Five years old. ] have escaped from
Saddam so be fair with me. The people from Saudi Arabie you let them leave and go
home. Now they are able to get married and be with their family and plus they gave them
money. Why can’t [ do that? Like I said my father is old he can’t feed my kids. I need to
be home with my family. If you have a heart, I need your sympathy. | hate al Qaida and
they hate me. Please, think about it, people are saying that I’m the Director of
Intelligence and that I have escape from Iraq. They also are saying that I went to Iraq and
brought back supplies. How could I do this?

Designated Military Officer (3.a.1}: The detaince stated he met an individual at a mosque
whio supported al Qaida and the jihad against America. After speaking 1o the individual,
the detainee decided 10 go to Afghanistan 1o train 1o go fight in Chechnya.

Detainee (through translator): I'm not going to respond to this. [['f don't say something
or [ don’t-respond on one of them, that doesn’t mean that 1 agree with it. The reasan
behind that, this is not a court and 1 don't have rights, 1 don't have a lawver. 1f'l don't
respond to one of them, that does not mean that [ agree; unless I'H be in a civil court.
Civil court has nothing to do with administration, which all my rights will be. I don't
want 1o respond on this one.

Presiding Officer; How did your famity feel about your decision to go to Afghanistan?
Detawnee {through transiator): They don't know.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.2): The detainee stated that he traveled by airplane trom
Sana, Yemen to Karachi, Pakistan where he stayed in a hoted for four or five days, and
then he was taken to a guest house in Kandahar, Afghanistian.

Detainee (through translaior): I don’t want 10 respond.
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Presiding Officer: Can vou tell us if you paid for the trip yourself, or if someone else
paid for you?

Dretainec {through translator): [ paid.

Designated Military Officer {(3.a.53): The detainee stated that he stayed in guest houses in
Kabu), Kandahar and jalalabad, Afghanistan,

" Detaines (through wranslator): 1 don’t want to say anything.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.4): The detainee stated he went to the Azzam guest
house in Kabul in the:late spring of 2000,

Detainee (through translator): Pass.

Designated Military Officer {3.a.5): An individual stated the Azzam guest housc in
Kabul was one of Usama bin Laden's private safe houses.

Detainee (through translator): 1Fit was a special house or belong 1o Usama Bin Laden,
Usama Bin Laden never been there, everybody knows that this house is noi ¢specially for
al Qaide. Anybody can go there and sleep and two peopie there would never doubt what
I say. Stlaying in that house doesn't mean anything. There is nothing against me about it

Presiding Officer; So anybody can stay at those houses?
Detainee (through translator): Yes. It is like a public house, it's open to everybody.

Designated Military Officer (3.5.6): An individuai identified the detainee:as the Emir of
the Bagram front in July 2001 and as being proficient with mines.

Detainee (through transiatar): This is very funny. 'have never fought with Taliban for
one day. IfT didn't fightwith Taliban for one day, how did I become an Emir”? That's
what 1 have 10 say about this-and [ have nothing w0 2dd to this.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.7); An individual siaied the detainee was a commander
-0f amilitary group.

Detainee (through translator): Same thing, | never participated in fighting. While [ didn™
fight, how they pul me as an Emir? Who is this man that says that? Why don't he come
meet me face 10 face? 1f he's wlling the truth, let him come in front of me. 1f you talk to
‘him and you will find out through the conversation betwesn me and him, you-wiil find
the trith, If he said this or he didn’t, for me it doesn't make a difference.

Designated Military Officer (3.a.8): An:individual identified the detainee as having
fought with the Taliban on the front lines in Bagram, Afghanistan.
ISN 522
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Detaines (Uwrough translator): Same what | seid before goes 10 1his statement.

Designated Military Oﬂiccr.{_?_;a.ﬁ): As of December 2003, the detaineg was jdentificd as
a Yemeni jihadist believed to be in Afghanistan and holding a Yemeni passport.

Detamee {through translator): What do you want me to say about this, and that’s right, |
have a Yemen passport. and yes 1 was in Afghanistan, but to call me Mujahed, how do
you know that I'm Mujahcd? People know like evervbody that went to Afghanistan was
Mujahed but there s 90 percent of the Arabs, the ones that were inside of Afghanistan,
they never fight. Not everybody who went to Afghanistan participated in fighting. To
call me a Mujahed, it looks like what [ said: everybody that went to Afghanistan
supposed to be Mujehed. [ don't have 2 problem with this but if you meant I fight with
Taliban, no T didn't.

Presiding Officer: Can you tell us why you did go 10 Afghanistan?
Delainee (through translator): | don't wan! (o say anyihing about it.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.1): The detainee stated that he went to Kabui,
Afghanistan 1o rain at Camp Faroug where he trained on the Kalashnikov rifie, the PK
machine gun, rocket propelled grenades, explosives, topography, and mountain fighting
and tactics. The detaince stated that he was at Camp Farouq for four months.

Detainez {through translaiory: 1 don’t want 1o say anything,

Designated Military Officer (3.b.2): The detainec stated that he went to the Malek
Training Camp north of Kabul, Afghanisian where he trained on anti-aircraft weapons,
heavy artillery and surface-to-air missiles. The detainee stated that hie was at Malek
Training Camp for three weeks to one month.

Detinee (through translator): [ want to say something gbout this, Do you think
‘somebody n three weeks 10:2a:month can be trained on all of these weapons and the heavy
artiliery and surface-to-air mussiles? I never trained on these. And the other thing about
going to Malek Camp, ] don't want to-say anything about it.

Designated Military Officer (3.b.3); The Malck Center, located in Kabul, Afphanistan, is
used 10 support Taliban fighters by training forcign fighters in hasic riflemanship. The
Malek Center also has a motor pool, used to repair and maintain transpori vehicles
utilized by Taliban forces, and a barracks designated for front linc fighters 1o stay in.

Detainee (through translator): This is notirue. Not evervbody went 10 Malek who went
to fight with Taliban . This is one. Second, there was no carpoo! at the time that [ was
there dut they built it later-on, it wasn't there when 1 was there and { don't have any
relation wath the Taliban.
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Designated Military Offhicer (3,b.4): The detzinee staizd that he returned to Malik
Traiming Camp for training in 82 and 75 millimeter mortars, the SPG-9, and the recoilless
rifle. The detsinee fired one 82 mullimeter round..

Detainee (through translator): 1 don’t-wanl to say anything.

Designated hﬁli'lar_v' Officer (3.h.5): The delainee slated that he returned to Camp Faroug
for & two-week course on the PK machine gun.

Detainee (through mansiator): | don’t want 10 say anything,

Designated Military Officer (3.b,6); The detainee siated he received training on the
following mines while on the front lines in Bagram, Afghanistan: Claymore, SB-33. T™M-
89, TS-50, P3-MK2, an Ismaeli mine, and a mine that looked similar to the V69, The
training lasted two weeks, and consisied of the placement, camouflage, and extraction of
anti-tank and anti-personnel nunes.

Detainee (through translator):. ! don't want to say anything,

Desipnated Military Officer (3.b.7): Detainec’s name appears on a training camp form
with the information that he completed & Basic course and mountain tacties training. The
Battlefronl Supervisor report stated the detainee has put great effort at the frontline.

Detainee (throuph translator): First this form, | don't know what you mean about it.
When T went 10 Afghanistan, § didn't use my real name. so how do vou know my name?
My name in Atghanistan was Abdulrahem. How that supervisor wrote my name on that
form, why he didn’t know my real name.

Presiding Officer: Why would you go under a difTerent name in Alghanistan?

Deainge (through transiator): Everybody entered Afghanistan change his name, my real
name is.on: the passport and then I changed my name.

Presiding Officer: Rut you don’t have an cxplanation why you changed it?

Detainee (through tramslator): 1 was with the rush of the people, they changed their
name, { changed my name, But on my passport my res] name is there and 1. have an 1D
from Yemen has the same name. 1 was with me. That's what ] want to say about this.

Designated Military Officer (3.c.): The detainee stated hie knew two senior al Qaida.
members and openly affiliated himself with al Qaida.

Detainee (through translator): - This is not right, first I never said that like T am a member

of Al Qaida. If] was with al Qaida, I'm not scared or fear from amybody, but I'm not
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going o talk about something that I didn'tsay. Who's those two senior members of al
Qaida? I don't know who you mean by two-members and ! don'l believe 1 said this.

Presiding Qfficer: So you're saying that you weren’t affiliated with al Qaida?
Detamnee (through translator): | don't have any connectons with al Qaida.

Degignated Mititary Officer (3.c.2): The detainee staled he saw Usama bin Laden three
times, The first time, at the Kandahar, Afghanistan guest house where Usama bin
Laden met for fifteen-minutes with twenty listeners. The second time was at a guest
house in Kabul, Afghanistan, and Usama: bin Laden stayed for approximately five
minutes and left withoul speaking, The third time was at a-guest house in Jalalabad,
Afghanistan befote the detainee Ieft for Tara Bora.

Detainee (through {ranslator): First, hypothetically. if this is right, what's the problem o
see anybody? [f] wawh or if | see all the cominals in the world, whats the problem,
what's that mean? I'm not with him, 1 don't agree with his philosophy, jusi to see him, not
like 'm shaking hand with him and infroduce myself 10 him and sitting with him, I don't
think there is any problem with that. Il this wasnght!

Presiding Officer: No statement whether this is correct or nat?
Detainee (through &anslatﬂr): No.

Designated Military Officer (3.c.3): The detamee's name is on a list of captured
Mujahedin {ound on a computer hard drive connected with s senior 2l Qaida operative.

Detainee (through translator): You are not supposed to put this here as an aliegation
against me. The reason why, this name. you found it on that computer ailer they arrest
me and afier everybody all over the worid knows the names of all Mujahedin, and afier
what they call, everybody went 1o the prison as a Myjahedin. You can ask him how he
pul my name or all the names in his computer. 1 don’t have any relation with thal

Designated Military Officer (3.d): The detaince stated he went to Tora Bora where he
was eventually captured.

Detainee {through translator): I don’t want 1o say anything.

Designated Military Officer (4.a): The deuinee siated he does not belong to al Qaida.
He stated he has never been asked ta join al Qaida, -and, if be had bzen asked, he would
have relused.

Detainee (through translator}; { don’t want 10 say anything,
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Designated Military Officer (4.b}; The detainec statcd that he was in.Tora Bora to hide,
and denied he was fighting.

Detairiee {through translasor): I don’t want to say anything.

Designaled Milivary Officer {4.c): The detainee stated he received weapons raining for
the purpose of fighting in Chechnya. He stated the instructors at &l Faroug training camp
did swot talk about fighting Americans. The detainee stated he did not know he had jeined
a Taliban unit and only found out afterivards.

Detainee (through translator): The treining on weapons for the purpose to po and fight in
Chechnya, 1 don't want 10 say anything aboul 1t and ['m not going 10 respond about the
teachers or insiructors of the al Farouq training center, they didn’t say anything about
fighting Americans, 1’m not going to say-anythirg about that 1°m going-1o respond to the
end of the paragraph.. If you read (his to any regular person, it’s not going to make sense
to him, this is the way that crazy people latk, not-reguldr people. As I've said before, |
never fight with Taliban. [ cannot understand how or why saying I was wilth Taliban and
fight with them and ] do not know them. This kind of 1alk, it is not mine and it's not
regular man 1o say and it's not supposed to be written here.

Deteince (through wranslator): ['m going to respond 1o the end of that statement. | didn't
fight in Afghanistan butr before that, I don’t have anvthing to do with.

Board Member: Did you ever attempt to travel to Chechnya?
Detainee (through translator): 1 don’t want to say anything.

Presiding Officer: You don’t have to answer any of these questions, but it will help us 1o
make a decision if you're able to give us an idea of what your intent was.

Detainee (through translator): My case, we are discussing my problems with you, my
problems with Ameticans. [ am here in the prison.

Presiding Officer: It's your choice to comment but from owr point, we're wondering why
you would leave Yemen to go 1o Afghanistan, it's up to you whethér vou answer.

Detainee (through translator): 1 don’t want to say anything.

Designated Military Officer (4.f): The detainee stated if he were released; -he would not
join the jihad in Chechnya because he does not want to return to prison. The detainee
believes he has fulfilled his commitment to jihad, and he wants to return home tw start a
family and live e quiet life.

Detainee (through translator). Read that one again.

Detainee (through transiator): I don't know from where you come up with this. It's not
my words, {'ve never made this statement before and ] don't know what thev mean by this
statement.

Presiding Officer: It'is your choice as to weather you want to response to the old
information as | stated earlier keep in mind you are talking to three new members who
wili
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hear this information for the first time from your point of view.
Detainee (through transiator): 1 will answer. That why I*ve been hrought here.

The Designated Milltary Officer pave a brief description of the comtents of the
Unclassified Summary of Evidence, Exhibit DMO-1, to the Administrative Review

The detainee idemtified himself as a born Alghan of
Uzhek descent, but does not speak fluent Uzbek. The detainee will say something in
Uzbek andd not be able to continue on in that language and will change to Tajik, and when
he can nol go on in Tajik the detainee wilt change to Turkish.

Detainee (through transiafor): Sir the detainee is addressing me, saying wiat is my
tanguage you are Uzbek right, and what language do [ speak with you and don’t I speak

Presiding Officer: Basically what he’s saying s that he agrees or disagrees with the first
stalement that was read to him?

Detainee fthrough transiaiorj: He's says it is nof e, He says obviously when | speak
o you, | speak {n Uzbek and you understand me. So ] don™t see how that first accusation
could be truc.

Board member: What is your primary language?

Presiding OfYicer: | understood. | think we got the gist of it. He's Uzbek hut he speaks
the other ianguapes and we understand what he is saying.

There are people in each country that don't speak there
cwn languages that is possible he says such as Afghanisian, there are penpl: who don't
speak the language that they are born into.

Presiding Officer: 'We futly understand that and will move on with this. We understand
that Mr. Khan will continue to speak Uzbek we don’t have an issuc with this question at
this time.

Designated Military Officer: (3.1.2) The detainee stated he spent approximately two
years fighting the Soviet invasion as a cook prior to 1989,

Detaitiee (throupgh transiaror): That is comect. Why does tius have to be brought up?
This 15 an accusation, what does this prove. So what’s the deal i1f'I was a cook how was
that even a fault?

Presiding Ofhieer: Abduliah Mobammmad Khan, what was your occupation before you
became a cook?

Detainee rthraugh transiator). | done what ever there wasto do. 1 warked m a kitchen. |
sold vegelables in the markel. § was very young at the time. | did whal came my way.
This was not 1389; it was before 1989, pcrhaps around 1986. This has been stated
previously., I have not said 1989.

Board Member: Did you ever carry or use any weapons during the time you were
fighting the Scrriet?

Detainee (through rranstator); 1've seen them. But [ have not practice with them.
Presiding Officer; Thank you.

Detatnee (thraugh transiater): But my question is why is this 2 vahd accusation? What
i5 30 importanl about this?

Presiding Officer: The key here i5 to tie everything together to determine what his
occupation was, what time frame this happen. So that we can se everything togecher, lo
nut only prove or maybe disprove that he was not in ‘Afghanistan for Jihad or for what
other reasons. It's for the board to tie evervthing together.

Detainee (through transiator): He said something very long; I'll explain the gist of it.

Is being asked again, as | expiain to him this is 2 new board. He can choice {0 provide an
-answer or nat provide an answer, bul do not keep challenging the board as to why we are
asking these questions.

Detainee fthrough transiator). The stason | asked questions 18 10 also understand better
what the motivation is so 1 can answer betler.

Presiding Officer: Understood, because we could spend ali dav on this one question. I
think we have 8 mufuai undersisnding here: we want you to answer the question the best
that you can but also realize that were trying to get the best information that we can.

Detainee (through tramvlator). He says these things have been gone over in the past,
They have been answer before and [ don’t like being here [or {ive years. | want to lcave
as soon as possible, and 1 don’t'want to go through it if they have already been answer
and they have already been gone over.

Presiding Officer: Then Abdullah, why arc you here?

Detainee (through transfatory, Why did vou bring me here? Bul most of these are
accusation and iies and they have been answered.,

Presiding Officer;” Abduliah. | made this clzared 1o you before we staried this process. |
made it clear that you have an opportunity 1o present these fact to new board members if

The Arab introduced him to a Turk who offered 1o provide the
deifainee with a counterfeit Turkish passpon for 500 United Stated Dollars.

Only a few countries allow you with an Afghanistan
passport to visil. Those that did ask for a very lurge deposited. Even Pakistan pives a
hard time 1o people who don’t have a respectful passport. Even with an Afghanistan
passporl you are mistrcated in Pakistan. [ never though sbout this it didn’t originate in
my mind that this ane was from Turkey.
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Board Members. So the passport was from which counery?

Detainee (through transtator): Turkey.

Board Members: Where were you planning on traveling from and to originally?
Detainee (through tranviutor): From Pakistan, at this junclure 1 was in Pakistan

Board Member: Pakistan going 1o Turkey?

Detainee (through rransiarorj: Yes.

Board Member; What did you plan on doing in Turkey?

Detainee {through translator). What ever work canve my way sa | could take care o f my
life. He'had relative in Turkey. He had his {ather friends that Yived there. Someone
named Muilha who had migraied to the region: back in the time of the Soviets. I spoke to
him and asked him aboul the possibility and he said yes come and 1 will help you

Beard Member: What year?

Detainee (through transiator). He is expressing; he i3 not sure about the year perhaps the
yedr he was arrested 2001, Everything happens the year 1 was brought into custody.
When | wanted t0 leave, go outside that when everything happened.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.4) The Madrasa in the previous stalement is controiled
and used by a group to recruit and ¢ncourage students to participate in the resisiance
movements in Kashmir and Afghanistan.

Detainee (through transiator): This is a lie. Fhave not had any part in any organizauon.
It is a lie, 11 15 an accusatiodn.

Presiding Officer: Abduliak do you admit that you attended the Madrasa in Pakistan?
Detainee (through translator): Yes. To study the Koran.

Presiding Officer: Thank vou,
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Dgsignnred Military Officer: (3.a.5; The detainee stated he purchased 8 Turkish passpord
with the neme Al or Urghan for 500 United States Dollars.

Detainee /hrough transiaior): Correct that i5 a comrect statement.
Board mecmber: Why didn't vou use vour rcal name'?

Detainee rthrough transiaror); | had no pant on how the passport was going to ke
prepared. The preparer did whatever he wanted.

Designated Military Officer: (3.a.6) The detainee stated that the authorities who
arresied him may have claimed he was Abdul [atif al Turki because that was the name
printed on his fake Turkish passport.

Detainee (through transiaror): He asked me to repeat. He asked me for a better
interprelation of this paragraph.

Presiding Officer: What we want to know is al the time of his arrest, he had in his
possession a passporl with the name Addul Lattf at Turk.

Detainee (through tranviutor): Yes. That person was there al the same place. The
person who prepared U passport with the name Addul Latif al Turk was present at the
place when | was arrested.

Board Member: The name on the passportis Addul Latif al Turki. That®s the name on
the passport that the detainee had in his possession- when he was arrested by the Pakistan
authonty.

Detwinee (through transiator). To the best of my memory either that or the other name,
was said. He said that the people that arrested him have the passport and that’s the gist of
it. You should know the name on the passport is, because you have the passport.

Obviously there may have been, 1 have withess 1 have seen that they had more
than one passport and they showed me which one was mine and they said this one, Jt is
possible there was another passport with thal name on it.

Board Member: But your picture is on the passport right, so ii’s hard 10 have one specific
name on there Addul Ealif al Turki with your picture.on it right, unless it’s you?
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Detainee (through transfaror): He said if ihat’s the case | don’t know about it. He said

they made a picture of me. Who knows. and then he said but I know the passport that
they made for me either had the pame Ail or Uhun on it.

Board Member: So the boitom line questions is are you Addul Latif al Turki?
Detainee (through iransiotor); WNo.

Board Member: ‘Earlier in an answer he mentioned 2 Turk who provided the passport

pame was Addul Latif al Turki, is that the same Addul Latf al Turki we are talking
about?

Dretainee (through transiutor): That is correct, his mame was Addul Latifal-Turki and he
was tntreduced by someone name Mus.

Board Member: Give me a quick physical description of this Addul Latifal Turki?
Dietainee (through tfransiator): 1t heen five years ['ve forgotten.
Board Member: That's all right take your time.

Detainec fthrough transiatory. | don™{ want 1o confuse it and then get someone else in
trouble.

Board Member: Was he dark skin or light skin?

Detainee (through translator): Lighter,

Beard Member: Light skin. Color of his eyes?

Derainee {through transiator); Lighter.

Board Member: What color were his eves?

Detainee fthrough translatorj: You have 10 excuse me 1-don't remember.

Board Member: Beard or no beard?

Designated Military. Officer: (3.a.7) The detainee stated he did not read the passpont.

The detainee siated he was coached on what 10 say: in case officials questioned the
detainee during his travels. The detainee could not recall what he was told ahout the
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passport.

Presiding Officer. Abdullah you said you did not read what was on the passport. 50 how
do ¥ou know what name was on the passpart?

Deiainee {through translator): Hc said the information that was on the passport was put
on a piece of paper. | needed to memorize what was given 1o me that’s how I know. [
have not read that passport. It is a Turkish passport with Turkish [eteering. I'm not abie
{0 read them.

Presiding Officer: Sa Abdultah youallow Al Turki to use his name on a passport for
you? ¥ou had nio idea that this guy might be wanted? He might be a criminal you just
wanted a passpor! without looking at it and reading it? 1think you are intefligent enough
to know that you had to he somewhat concem by receiving a passporl and not knowing
what was in that passport.

Detainve (through translator). Sir, the answer didn™t gddress why. He repeated [
requesied it and what ever he wrote in there. 1 don’t know he give it to-me and whal.

Presiding Qfficer: Sa Abdullah, as tar os any body was concem in vour ravels, weather
it was from Pakistan to Turkey, you were at that time Al Turki?

Detginee {through transiator); This is only an accusation by the Pakistan authority
because they gave up to five thousand dollars per-person and there were these people,
who would give there own mother and father.

Presiding Cfficer; Abdullah help me understand this okay, vou paid someone five
hundred U S dollars for a passport.
