Brinson received the reprimand in Ja~uary 2006,' but it had not been revealed publicly until his 
attorney, David P. Sheldon, confirmed it to Salon Thursday, noting that Brinson has since 
submitted a rebuttal'to the Army. The attorney would not reveal the exact reason for Brinson's 
punishment. 

Through Sheldon, Brinson told Salon that he was unaware ofhis soldiers' actions, and blamed superior 
officers for what happened at the prison.

"The responsibility for the command and control of the facility, and for the treatment of detainees, rests 
entirely with individuals well above him in the command structure," Sheldon said in a statement to 
Salon. "The command structure that Captain Brinson inherited at Abu Ghraib was not of his making. 
Nor was the treatment of detainees something that members of his unit initiated. Captain Brinson had no 
knowledge while he was at Abu Ghraib of conduct by certain soldiers that subsequently led to criminal 
prosecutions of those soldiers," Sheldon's statement says. "At all times, Captain Brinson's service to the 
United States Anny has been and will remain honorable." ! 

Rep. Mike Rogers, who sits gn the House Committee on Anned Services, had no comment, according to 
his chief of staff, Marshali"Macomber. "This is an internal issue for the department of the Army," 
Macomber said. 

Brinson supervised Military Police Cpl. Charles Graner Jr., who is often portrayed as the ringleader of 
abus.e. In January 2005, Graner was sentenced to 10 years in a military prison. Brinson fust came to 
public attention in August 2004, with the publication of a memo he sent Graner, telling him he's doing a 
"fine job" and that Graner has "received many accolades from the MI [military intelligence] units here." 
A photo of Brinson, with his name tag visible, showed-up among Army Criminal Investigation . 
Command materials obtained by Salon last month. The source who provided those documents, a 
uniformed merrlber of the military who was present at Abu Ghraib and is familiar with the CIn 
investigation into detainee abuse there, said the photo captured Brinson in Iraq. 

Brinson's fight against his reprimand and his allegations about the higher command show the Abu 
Ghraib legal saga is far from over. In the" coming weeks, two Army dog handlers will face courts-martial 
at Fort Meade, Md. The former commander ofn1i1itary intelligence at Abu Ghraib, Col. Thomas M. 
Pappas, was granted immunity from prosecution in exchange for his testimony at those trials. A crn 
spokesman, meanwhile, told Salon that the agency has reopened its investigation into Abu Ghraib, 
which had been closed since October 2005. eIn would not say why. Also this week, Salon learned that 
two senators blocked efforts by Maj. Gen. Geoffrey Miller, a leading figure in the scandal, to retire, 

. because it is easier to further question an active-duty officer. The Army complied with the senators' 
request. 

So far, nine enlisted soldiers have been prosecuted for abuse at Abu Ghraib, according to the Army. In 
addition, four soldiers and eight officers, including Brinson, have not been prosecuted, but have been 
formally reprimanded. On Thursday, Brinson joined a growing chorus of those enlisted soldiers and 
officers who say responsibility for what happened to detainees at Abu Ghraib goes higher than 
them. 

Several Army investigations have found that military intelligence, civilian contractors and eIA 
personnel instructed military police to set the conditions for interrogations at Abu Ghraib by treating 
detainees harshly, a situation that the investigations found contributed to abuse. 

In return for immunity, Graner conducted an interview with the Army's Criminal Investigation
 
.Command in April 2005, to discuss the role of the chain of command. Salon has obtained a 307-page
 
transcript of that interview, in which Graner describes stripping, shackling, sleep depriving, screaming at
 
and harassing detainees to set those conditions. Some of the shocking images from Abu Ghraib were
 
part ofthe process of softening up detainees for military intelligence, according to Army reports.
 

In the April interview with CID, Graner said Brinson instructed him to follow the orders of military
 
intelligence, even though Graner claims to have complained about the harsh tactics.
 
Graner said he told Brinson, "MI wants us to do this. That's not our job." According to Graner, Brinson
 
replied, "Hey, our mission is to support MI. Do what they tell you to do."

"Corporal Graner has made 
these allegations against Captain Brinson as well as other Army officers before," Sheldon said on 
Thursday. "Captain Brinson categorically deniesthe allegations of Corporal Graner and stands by his 
honorable service." 

According to a handwritten log kept by the military police at the prison, obtained by Salon, Brinson may 
have dialed back abuse ordered in one instance by interrogators. A Nov. 14, 2003, entry notes an order 
to "strip out" and exercise six detainees. But those orders "were changed by Capt. Brinson," Graner 
wrote. Instead, Brinson ordered that the detainees remain in their cells "in jumpsuits." 

In an April 2004 statement by Brinson to the CIA Office of the Inspector General, also obtained by 
Salon, Brinson admitted his role inthe curious handling of Manadel al-Jamadi, a detainee who died 
during a CIA interrogation at Abu Ghraib in November 2003. The Armed Forces Institute of Pathology 
ruled al-Jamadi's death a homicide, .caused by "blunt force injuries complicated by compromised 
respiration. " 

According to Brinson's statement, because ofhis position ofauthority at Abu Ghraib, he was awakened 
early on Nov. 4, 2003, after al-Jamadi died during CIA interrogation in a shower at the prison. Brinson 
said he arrived in the shower at Abu Ghraib to find a nervous CIA interrogator who said, "This guy just 
died on us." Brinson said al-Jamadi was lying on the ground face up with a bloody eye that Brinson was 
told could have come during an earlier struggle when al-Jamadi was captured. Brinson said he saw 
blood on the floor, according to the CIA report. . 

Brinson said that at the request of the CIA, he ordered his military police to put al-Jamadi's body in a
 
body bag and fill it with ice until the CIA could arrange to move him.
 

Brinson also said he ordered the military police to clean up the scene, according to· an account by an 
agent with the CIA Office of the Inspector General. "Brinson advised that he might have ordered the 
MPs ... to clean the blood smudge from the cell's floor," the agent's account related. 

Brinson said he ordered the room cleaned to avoid biological hazards. 

The next day CIA ordered the removal of al-Jamadi's body by putting him on a stretcher with an IV in 
his arm so he would appear only ill, not dead.

ARMY REBUKES CONGRESSIONAL AIDE FOR ABU GHRAIB ROLE

The Army has reprimanded a senior congressional aide who served in Iraq for his role in the abuse of 
detainees at the Abu Ghraib prison, his lawyer confirmed yesterday. 

David P. Sheldon declined to discuss the exact reason for the punishment of Army Reserve Capt. 
Christopher Brinson, the deputy chief of staff for Rep. Mike Rogers (R-Ala.). 

Brinson led the platoon ofArmy reservists that included Spec. Charles A. Graner Jr., a guard and central 
figure in the scandal who was sentenced in January 2005 to 10 years in prison. 

Sheldon said Brinson was unaware of his soldiers' actions and blamed his superiors for allowing the 
abuse to happen at the prison. Brinson has submitted a rebuttal to the Army, the lawyer said. 

"The command structure that Captain Brinson inherited at Abu Ghraib was not of his making. Nor was 
the treatment of detainees something that members of his unit initiated," Sheldon said in a statement to 
the Associated Press. 

"Captain Brinson had no knowledge while he was at Abu Ghraib of conduct by certain soldiers that 
subsequently led to the criminal prosecutions of those soldiers." 

Brinson received the reprimand in January. It was first reported Friday by Salon.com and confirmed-to 
the Associated Press by Sheldon. 

MarshallMacomber, the congressman's chief of staff, said only that the matter was "an intemalissue for 
the Department of the Army." 

A memorandum by Brinson to Graner praised him for "doing a fine job" and said prisoners often 
tried to provoke the guards. The memo was dated Nov. 16, 2003 -- eight days after Graner was 
photographed in images showing some of the abuses at the prison near Baghdad. In one, the 
former Pennsylvania prison guard stands grinning behind a pyramid of naked prisoners. 

The Associated Press obtained a copy of the memo in August 2004 from a former member of the 
372nd Military Police Company. 

Rogers, a member of the House Arnled Services Committee, declined to comment at the time.

Abu Ghraib Victims Speak; Alleged Victim Calls U.S. Jailer 'Disgrace to All 
Civilized and Democratic Values' 
By Dave Marash 
ABC News 

BAGHDAD, Iraq, Aug. 8, 2004 - They say they were subjected to psychological torture, 
physically abused, sexually humiliated. And three. former detainees at Iraq's notorious Abu 
Ghraib prison told ABC News' Nightline it was at the hands of the U.S. military. Most recent 
polls shoW between 80 percent and 90 percent of Iraqis call Americans not liberators, but 
occupiers. And by a clear majority, Iraqis want Americans to leave the country as soon as 
possible. How did America lose the Iraqis' support? For many Iraqis, the answer is Abu 
Ghraib. 'Immoral Practices' Under U.s., Not Saddam Saddam Saleh al-Radi, a former Abu 
Ghraib detainee, has a unique perspective: He was jailed in Abu Ghraib twice· the first time 
for trying to overthrow Saddam Hussein in the mid-1990s. "What U.s. forces did to me, 
Saddam Hussein himself did not do," al-Radi said through a translator. "During Saddam 
Hussein's time, we used to be tortured. The scars from the torture I received during the 
previous regime still mark parts of my body. But r was never forced into nudity. There were 
never any immoral practices during Saddam Hussein's regime." AI-Radi said he was 
arrested in late November after he reported to police a suspicious car wired with explosives 
driven by a man he knew to be a criminal. Most of his account could not be independently 
verified. After three days of interrogations at one of Saddam's old palaces, he said 
he was taken to Abu Ghraib, put into a holding cell, and there a hood was placed over his 
head for what he thinks was about 16 hours. "When they were torturing me, I lost 
consciousness," al-Radi said. "So, they removed the hood. One of the soldiers then urinated 
on me." Then, the hood was put back on. And al-RadLwas frog-marched to a cell on 
the ground floor of tier l~A, known as the hard site. "He then started pushing me," al-Radi. 
said. "And wherever he saw a wall, he would hit me against it. Wherever there's a door, he 
would push me and hit me against it." God Will Not Accept This' Once in his cell, al-Radi 
said, he was forced, still hooded,down on his hands and knees. "He pulled the bag off my 
head, and Isaw something I have never seen in my life: A man's buttocks were facing me, 
and he was completely naked, [and] so were the others with him," al-Radi said. "I'm 29 
years old. Since I'm mature, around the age of 13 to 14 years, untiltoday, no one has ever 
seen me naked. Nor have I seen anyone naked at all. "I am religious," he added. "My 
religion does not allow me to see the private parts of naked bodies of others. And for others 
to see my naked body, this is haram, forbidden for me. God will not accept this. "They 
stripped me naked," al-Radi said. "They made me stand on a box used for storing soldier 
food, I think it's called MREs. I was completely naked with two bags on my head." 
AI-Radi mostly blamed two American soldiers, Staff Sgt. Ivan Frederick and Cpl. Charles 
Graner, both of whom are now facing military charges, for the alleged rough treatment. 
According to al-Radi, Frederick, "threatened me by saying that if I did not cooperate with 
them by giVing them information,they would make the soldier rape me." 
'I Have No Future' What was done to him has had a terrible effect, he said. He had become 
engaged to be married just four days before he was arrested, but broke it off immediately 
after he was released from prison. "For me to commit to a woman, I will need to be truthful 
to my other half," al-Radi said. "I feel that something is missing inside me. How can I say 
any of this to my wife? I am sure she will lose all respect toward me." And that was before 
the world saw those photographs of things that had happened to him. 'iBefore the 
publishing of the photographs, I had been keeping my experience to myself," he said. "After 
the publishing of the photographs, my mother came to me and asked me, 'Have they done 
to you what they have done to them?' I had to say, 'No.' Then, a relative of mine, who was 
detained with us and who knew of my story there, told my family what he knew, and that 
they did so-and-so to me." Now, he said, he doesn't see anyone - not his ·mother or brothers 
or sisters-in-law. He's too ashamed. "My future?" he said. "I have no future." 
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Mayor Thrown In Jail 

The prisoners held at Abu Ghraib didn't all fit the profile of an Iraqi 
insurgent. Haj Ali Shallal Abbas is a community mayor in the town of Abu 
Ghraib. 
"I contacted the U.S. military base on Oct. 13, to inquire about young men 
from our area who have been arrested," Abbas said through a translatot. 
He says he was just doinq his job when he was tossed into the prison, into 
the clutches of abusive soldiers. "Frederick had come once or twice with a 
group of dogs," Abbas said. "They would tie us to the doors and then unleash the 
dogs on us. Graner was a disgrace to all civilized and democratic values every day. 
Graner enjoyed seeing prisoners tortured and tied up in the cells. " 
Abbas was halfway through his three months at Abu Ghraib on the day that 
al-Radi arrived. The sexually humiliating treatment that al-Radi describes, 
Abbas says, was part of Graner's welcoming party. "Usually when prisoners are 
brought in, Graner would be present," Abbas said. "First of all, they would be made 
naked, with their hands behind their backs. Then, they would put the bag over 
their heads, using shoes to beat them on sensitive parts of their bodies, pushing 
them against the walls." Abbas thinks Graner singled him out for special treatment 
because he has a badly defective left hand. He'd had surgery on it two weeks 
before his arrest and was awaiting a second operation. Every day, Abbas said, "He 
made me put my hand out in the cell bars and would stomp with his boots on this 
hand." His doctor now says Abbas' hand can never be repaired. 

'Beaten in Front of My Eyes' 

The story Mithaal Sultan al-Hasani told might sound mild compared to others.
 
But al-Hasani, the first woman detainee to speak out, was the smallest fish
 
imaginable. Afer her arrest, the shopkeeper, who is in her late 50s, said
 
she had to endure something forbidden under the Geneva Conventions.
 
"My son was beaten in front of my eyes," al-Hasani said through a
 
translator. "The hood was over his head. And he was dragged on the floor.
 
And he was pushed into the walls. "
 
Her son was released the same day he was beaten, something that was kept
 
ftom al-Hasani during her whole three months in prison.
 
AI-Hasani's family ties were twice exploited - by the beating of her son,
 
and while she was being held in the high:-security interrogation center near .
 
Baghdad International Airport, .
 
"For six days, the hood was not removed from my head," she said. "Neither
 
were my handcuffs taken off. When they pushed a young girl into my cell, she
 
had a hood on. And I thought it was my daughter. But when I removed the
 
hood, it was someone else. I br,oke down."
 
After six days at the airport, she says, Abu Ghraib prison was easy ­

perhaps, by then, because it was under intense investigation.
 
"The interrogation at Abu Ghraib, it wasn't a real one - just chit-chat,"
 
she said.
 
'I Was Ashamed'
 
What was hard, al-Hasanl says, even after three months in custody, was
 
leaVing prison, She feared disgrace, even feared that her family might kill
 
her or lock her away to protect the family honor..
 
"A lot of women in prison are afraid of their families because of our
 
Eastern traditions," she said.
 
So, she said, she all but sneaked back home.
 
"I was ashamed of being imprisoned," she added. "I'm the mother of young
 
daughters. Maybe no one would marry them. I expected the neighbors would not
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"	 enter my house. 

"But when I was released, i. she continued, "I found my house full of 
visitors. I felt like a bride. They slaughtered four sheep for me. And all 
my relatives were very proud because I was a single woman and had survived 
this alone." In Iraq, hundreds of families have stories like these, of 
imprisonment that was allegedly undeserved, unnecessarily prolonged, arid 
sometimes brutal as well. The stories, and the legends that grow up around 
them, could be a major impediment to future Iraqi-American friendship.

Another issue was agencies within OGA would frequently bring prisoners to the facility and not want Ihem 
processed. When this first occurred, I awaited their arrival (0300hrs) and informed them that either the prisoners was to be 
Jocessed or they would need to leave an agent with the prisoner.

My role as a Squad Leader and Assistant NCOIC is to keep accountability of inmates, 
maintain account board, receive new prisoners, the in processing and out processing of 
inmates, recording information to log into system, report prison security and maintenance 
problems, and all other transactions regarding prisoners. 

Thave personnel that work for me at the prison. I worked out of the office and my , 
personnel worked at various sites throughout the prison. I have personnel that worked on 
the night shift back in December who are involved in the allegations ofprisoner abuse. 
The personnel are and 
•••••• The guards post are the Military Intelligence Hold, Medical Section, 
and Common Criminals Section. 

The unit had a general overall SOP, but not a specific SOP regarding handling and 
disciplining inmates. We have had the Geneva Convention briefing before we left home 
station back in April 2003. Military Intelligence had separate policies regarding 
treatment of prisoners. 

If Military Intelligence gave us orders to perform certain acts (sleep depravation, playing 
radio all night, have inmate stand up all night) towards inmates, I requested that it be put 
in writing. Ifwe were ever questioned why were doing certain acts to the inmates we 
v:'0uld always have the letter from Military Intelligence. We would interrupt the 
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performed acts if the inmate had immediate needs in regards to the Geneva Convention
 
Act. The letters we received from Military Intelligence regarding acts perfonned on
 
inmates can be found at their Tier IA section, the point of contact.
 

I work in a different section now; J was moved due to the investigation. I didn't have a
 
problem being moved, because if! were under investigation I'd rather not work in that
 
same section. 1 feel ifJ were still working that section my judgment would be affected,
 
because I would always be thinking about the investigation.
 

I am not familiar with the ROE interrogation card, I've believe J seen a briefing or
 
memorandum, but never trained on it. Before this mission we did a Law and Order
 
mission in which we did a great job, we are a combat support unit we have done
 
peacekeeping in Bosnia, so we have had experience in maintaining law and order. We
 
were put in the rear to handle this mission, but we are not corrections officers. We
 
haven't had any corrections training. That is still no excuses for what happened.
 

I was not around when the allegations happened. I was very offended to here my name
 
mentioned in the allegation. I've never conducted myself in that manner or even been
 
involved in anything that comes close to this. When I was involved in the shooting
 
incident, when the prisoner stopped shooting, I stopped shooting. I then made sure a
 
Medivac was called in for the inmate that I had wounded.
 

.We have worked hard to maintain our prison. We have a couple of incident reports we 
have pulled so you look at to see what we have been doing to make the prison a better 
place. The biggest problem we have with the prison is the CPA, they have hired 5 or 6 
Iraqi corrections officers who after investigation were found out to be Fedayeen. We have 
Fedayeen working in the jail cells, that's a hiring and screening issue. The hired Iraqi 
corrections officers have no training, not even the basics. I have stressed the importance 
of searching inmates properly; it's a daily process that we have to go through. CPA has 
never once come down to visit the prison. We have asked for support as for as 
equipment, uniforms, and cleaning supplies. I had to go out on the economy to buy 
cleaning supplies for the first three months. 

The lCO's were never trained. Most of them are corrupt. We had to detain 41 of them 
during the shooting incident. We had to change everything around after the incident. 
They don't communicate, they don't have accountability, it just a mess. 

We have had some support from our higher. We had an issue with inmates not going to 
court, we brought it up with JAG, specifically CPT_and then a lot of the inmates 
started to see the judge and started getting released. Then we had another breakdown of 
people not moving, not getting to court, I think it was due to units leaving, transport 
issues around November through December, but then it got fixed. 

I don't know the Battalion Commander's involvement in the process of getting, supplies, 
equipment, and support. I just know when we asked for supplies we didn't get them. I 
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don't know what was done or what wasn't done, so it wouldn't be fair for me to 
comment. It would be something my Ole would know more about. 

Our chain of command did come to visit, I would see'• ••••••••• 
_, almost daily. There were also Military Intelligence officers that would come 
down, 

We used our dogs to sniff out grenades; we had reports of grenades getting in the facility. 
Then after the shooting we had them search for bombs. Some of the inmates would tell 
us about grenades getting into the hard site. The dogs were also used as a show of force. 
1 did hear about an interpreter getting bit, 1think MI used the dogs for interviewing 
purposes. 

---------,WWIiheeniil.. U came to the facIlIty I would be busy. He would come to talk to us, 
but he would usually talk with the platoon sergeants. 

Our correction training was basically OJT since day one. We have three personnel who 
worked corrections before who are , aliI••••••••aI never worked in corrections. We referred to" • lot he was 
very knowledgeable 

There were no SOP's from higher or we never seen them. We basically got guidance 
from the unit we took over for. We were just picking up from the way that they did 
things. 

We knew things were not supposed to be the way they were, like having juveniles and 
females in the military holds. We also fought all the time with MI and Battalion about 
common criminals being in the military hold areas. We were stuck in the middle. That 
battle went on for months, we knew there were guidelines, but it was above our pay 
grades we just did as we were told. 

would say we run the prison not MI. I knew that you should not have 
common criminals in the MI hold, because the common criminals would soon be released 
and they could tell who they saw in the MI holds. I would advise of this. 
There was room in the facility to properly categorize the inmates. 

We worked for Battalion the Battalion owned the facility. I don't know how MI fitted in 
to the scheme; I didn't know the chain of authority. It was a unique situation we had; the 

i I) who we took orders from and we had the Battalion who we took orders from 
it just depended who was around at the time, I was my job to carry out the orders, not to 
second guess them. 

Sometimes we had problems with prisoners being released that weren't suppose to be 
released. We would have to double check with MI to see if they still needed the prisoners 
that were scheduled for release. 
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The panel stopped, to discuss ••pstatements. 

The panel reconvened. 

Weapons were allowed in lA and lB, before the shooting incident we did weapons, but 
after the incident weapons were allowed. Also, after that we had a threat from the Iraqi 
corrections officers, who we received info that the lCO's were planning an attack on the 
prison involving guns and explosives. 

Also access control was a problem in lA and 1B, there wasn't a roster. We would ask for 
identification if we didn't recognize the person who was trying to enter, but most of the 
time they would be with MI. 

We couldn't do anything we wanted to do the detainees, but there wasn't anythmg hsteo-­
as far as limitations. We just used common sense. 

J was never asked to do anything that would violate the Geneva Hague Conventions; I 
can't speak for my soldiers, but no of them never came to me about anything out of the 
way. 

J think the incidents had to do with the individuals, sometime you have personnel that in 
the unit that have behavioral problems. There were no previous disciplinary incidents on 
the individuals who were involved, that J am aware of, I thought they were chosen 
because of their corrections officer experience. 

I can't remember the Battalion Commander's name at this time. 

J would like to reiterate on the support issue. Some officers from Battalion did support 
us. ~ and another CPT. They would listen tous, now that was good; I would 
talk to anyone who would listen. ljust wanted to make sure that it was noted that some 
people did take some interest in the situation.

illl ALLEGED DETAINEE ABUSE - Abu Ghuraib, Iraq (USACIDC): Self-initiated. 
This EXSUM supplelllents CID EXSUM of 14 Jan 04. As previously reported, on 13 Jan 
04, an allegation of security detainee abuse was made by a concerned solider against 
several MP guards assigned to the Abu Prison. Fmiher investigation by a 10th MP BN 
(CID) Task Force has disclosed that a total of 8 named guards and one unidentified guard 
assigned to the 372nd Military Police Company, Cumberland, MD (deployed to Iraq) and 
9 unknown Iraqi security detainees have been identified as being subjects and victims in 
this investigation. Subsequent to the interviews of subjects, four guards admitted to 
assaulting detainees by forcibly pushing them into walls while their han,ds were bound 
behind their backs and participating along with other guards in having the detainees strip 
their clothing off and masturbate themselves as well as being forced to perform indecent 
aets with other detainees. Furthermore, they admitted to witnessing an NCO guard 
striking an unlmown detainee in the temple rendering the detainee unconscious and 
another NCO guard striking another detainee in the chest where the detainee complained 
of having difficulty breathing, Some of the abusive acts were documented in the form of 
digital images and video clips. The other four guards invoked their legal rights and 
requested lawyers. Efforts are underway to identifY one additional guard and the 9 
unlmown secluity detainees as well as any other similar incidents, All detainees depicted 
in the CD images had their heads covered with sandbags and could not be identified. 
Investigation continues.
