1. Early in the worning ol 27 Dec £0 (approximately 0300L), two USAF
security police patrolwen saw unusuol lights outuide the back gate at

- RAF Woudbridge. Thinking an aircraft miuht have creshed or been forced g

down, they called for permission to go outside the gate to investigate.
The on-duty tlight chief responded and allowed three patrolmen o pro--
ceed un tuot. The individuals reported szedng a strange glowing cbiect
in the forest. The object was described as being metalic in appeariance
and triangular in shape,. approximately two to three meters across the’
base ang approximately two meters high. It {1luminated the entire forest
with a white liyht. The object itself had a pulsing red. 1ight on tap and
a bank(s) of blue lights underncath. 1lhe cbject was. hovering:or-on leys.
As the patrolmen approached the object, it maneuvered through the trees.
and diseppeared. At this time the animals on a ncarby farm went into a.
frenzy. The objuct wes biiefly Sighted approximately an- hour later near
the back gate-. - ' i -

2. The next day, three depressions 1 1/ deep and 7" in diancter were-
found where the vbject had been sighted on the yround. The following
night (29 Dec 80) the areca was checkaed tor radiation. Beta/qamia 1readings

Cof 0.1 milliroentyens were recorded with peak ro dings in the three de-

pressions and neasr the center of the triangle formed by the depressiorns.
A nearby tree had moderate (.05-.07) readings on the s3ide of the tree
toward the depressions.

3. Later in the night a red sun-like light was .een through the Lrees.
It moved about and pulsed. At vne point it apprared te throw off alowing
particles and thcen brouhe intu five separate white vbjects and then qiSr
apoeared. lmumedistely therearter, three star-like -hjects were noticed
in the sky, 1wwo objects to the nurth and one ti¢ v south, all of which

were about 107 oif the bovizon. The ebjects woven  «uidly in shary dngules

movements and displeyed red, green and blue lights The nbjects to the
north appcared to Le elliptical through an 8-12 puwe:r 'ens.  They then

turned to full circles. The objects to the -north rema-ned.in the sky fcr

arn hour or more. The object to the south was visible for two or three

hours 2nd beamed down a stream of light from time to time. Numerous indivi-
