The Contractor
will educate its employces regarding the philosophy of Part 9.503-4 of the Fedcral Acquisition Regulation so that
they will not use or disclase proprictary information or data generated or acquired in the performance of this
contract except as provided herein.

c. Subcontracts: The Contractor shall include this or substantially the same clause, including this
paragraph. in consulting agreements and subcontracts of all tiers.
