SUBJECT: Terms of Reference

1. As you take the reins at the Joint IED Defeat Task Force (JIEDD
TF), I offer the thoughts and recommendations below for your
consideration.

2. Countering improvised explosive devices (C-IED) in the USCENTCCOM
area of responsibility requires a comprehensive, integrated, balanced,
and long-term approach. To be effective, any effort must seek both
technological and non-technological solutions, as there is no single
“silver bullet” answer. It must aggressively solicit and support new
and novel methods to counter this increasingly lethal asymmetric
threat. The C-IED effort requires a fully integrated Joint effort and
long~term solutions involving well developed conceptual frameworks to
make the most of our resources. In addition, in order to develop
effective war-fighting networks, every effort must be made to
concurrently develop coalition and partner-nation C-IED capabilities.

3. My priorities for the USCENTCCM C-IED effort are outlined by lines
of operation in the attached Terms of Reference (Enclosure 1).

TERMS OF REFERENCE
COUNTER-IMPROVISED EXPLOSIVE DEVICES

1. Line of Operation 1 (Defeat the IED System):

a. Developing persistent intelligence, surveillance, and
reconnaissance (ISR) strategies and systems to facilitate the defeat
of the enemy's IED support system.

b. Developing high quality CONUS-based training for all services.

c. Institutionalizing C-IED training and practices through programs
of record.

d. Facilitating and formalizing bomb-maker targeting means. This
includes biometrics technology, Weapons Intelligence Teams (WIT),
technical exploitation of discovered IEDs through appropriate
organizations (CEXC and TEDAC), and search technologies and TTPs.

e. Develop a broad and holistic joint integrating strategy to
defeat the IED system that includes but is not limited to C-IED
intelligence analysis and dissemination, offensive C-IED operations,
information and strategic communications operations, persistent
surveillance, base defense, route clearance and force protection, and
partner force development. This strategy will be the foundation for
Combatant Command and CJTF C-IED strategies and plans.

2. Line of Operation 2 (Defeat the IED Device):

a. Developing stand-off Detection for suicide bombers, devices, and
munitions. Special attention should be given to Passive Infra-Red
(PIR) initiators and Explosive-Formed Projectiles (EFPs).

b. Continue procuring Counter-Radio-Controlled Electronic Warfare
(CREW) devices; they have been effective as counter measures.
However, we require accelerated fielding of CREW II systems and
continued development of the next generation CREW that is fully
integrated within all platforms. Additionally, CREW development must
include systems we can share with our coalition partners.

c. Continue mitigating IED damage through the design and
development of the next generation of personnel, operating base,
infrastructure, and vehicle, protection systems.

3. Line of Operation 3 (Develop Coalition and Partner Nation Counter-
IED Capability):

1. Purpose: To provide the CG with a brief hotwash of the background, topics & participants at the
IFPA-Sponsored, DTRA-funded, CENTCOM Conference entitled, “Opportunities and Challenges in U.S.
Middle East Policy,” held in the Reagan Center, Washington DC on 25 May 2005.

2. Background: Pursuant to your interactions with her in October 2004, CAG worked with Dr. Jackie
Davis, IFPA, to generate a DTRA-funded, CENTCOM-driven conference with prominent academics,
policy experts and government officials focused on the topics of Syria & Iran. As reported to you in
iterative CAG updates during the winter & spring, this conference came together nicely under IFPA
oversight and DTRA-funding (cost-free to CENTCOM). RADM Moeller worked closely with Jackie
Davis and IFPA over past month to tie together themes, and to serve as senior CENTCOM representative
and conference co-host. You have already received a summary e-mail of conference overview bullets
from RADM Moeller. COL Jim Herson attended for CAG and summarizes the conference in paragraph
#3 below. Jim assessed the day as of high quality and value for the Command. IFPA is working on the
conference summary and conclusions to forward to participants & USCENTCOM. CAG will work with
CCJ5 and IFPA to get you a reviewed copy of this report when done; and, will craft a thank you note for
your use with Jackie & IFPA once we get that deliverable. This is the type of cost-free topics-in
conference that CAG will look to generate again with IFPA and other think tanks in the upcoming year.

3. Summary Points: Conference was anchored on three sessions, with the kick off speakers starting the
discussion, followed by insights and commentary by conference participants.

MEMORANDUM FOR General Abizaid

SUBJECT: Ken Pollack’s Recommendations for the U.S. Policy Initiatives Following Iraqi Elections.

1. Purpose. The purpose of the paper is to advise you of continuing interactions with Ken Pollack,
Brookings Institution, Saban Center, in two areas. First, we provide you with some thoughts Ken has
passed to you through the CAG on “helping Egypt help itself,” on helping Israel with a big part of its
security dilemma, and on a regional security forum. Second, we relay notification Ken passed of a
forthcoming article he wanted you to be aware of that is critical of U.S. military actions in Iraqg.

2. Background & Pollack Policy Thoughts. In the course of continuing interaction between CAG
and Ken Pollack since his visit, Ken called in on 1 MAR 05 (after an extended period of travel) with
the following thoughts on where CENTCOM might advance three promising processes with senior
leaders in Washington, D.C. if/when the timing is right for your engagement:

a. Help Egypt Move Towards Legitimate Elections. In the wake of Mubarak’s 26 FEB 05
announcement on multi-party elections for the presidency, we might discreetly ask at a very senior
level (Mubarak, CHOD, or other senior contacts CENTCOM has) what the United States can do to
help Mubarak facilitate the steps needed to execute the elections?

o Ken believes that Mubarak does grasp clearly the problems Egypt faces and realizes that a transition to
an elected government is necessary. Yet at 76 years old, Mubarak is also likely fearful of significant
change late on his watch.

e While not a “fan” of further arms sales, Ken believes that if some form of military sales or aid will gain
solid military support for the election process, then we should support such a deal.

e Ken recommends asking the same question, “What can the United States do to help make the changes
you think are necessary in your country?”, in our other AOR nations of concern (particularly KSA).

highlighted the Middle East Peace Process and its criticality in the mind of Arabs. He added that the
Brookings Institute had recently had two Israeli’s as visiting fellows. One, Mr. Schlomo Yanai, was
the IDF “J-5” before he retired. What these visiting Israeli’s have revealed is that, with the demise of
the Hussein regime, Israel is more secure than at any other time in its history—»but the Israeli’s can’t
yet internalize thier improved situation—they’re too close to the issues, and too locked into the
security dilemma they perceive as alone against all neighbors. One of the key tasks is to make Israel
feel as secure as it really is, thus, Ken recommends exploring a long-term effort that leads to Israeli
membership in NATO.

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o Ken says that coordinated move to explore Israeli affiliation with NATO proposal has the tacit support
of NATO Secretary General Jaap de Hoop Scheffer (according to former Deputy Assistant Secretary of
State for European Affairs Ron Asmus). De Hoop Scheffer recently visited Israel and publicly
announced an effort to deepen Israel’s ties with NATO but also denied this was a move towards Israeli
membership in NATO.

e Pollack’s Saban Center is working this initiative with the German Marshall Fund, where Dr. Asmus is a
fellow, with the perspective that this is a five to ten year project.

e Closer NATO-Israeli ties and eventual NATO membership for Israel is based on the assumptions that
NATO and its members have better ties to the Arab world, providing a wider venue for improving
Arab-Israeli relations, and that NATO political-military backing of Israel will facilitate Israeli
concessions with regards to Palestine and potential arms control agreements for the region.

c. Pursue a Regional Security Forum Framework for the Arabian Gulf. Ken suggests that the
time is ripe for opening discussions on a regional security forum similar to the OSCE—an idea he first
introduced in his 2003 Foreign Affairs article, “Securing the Gulf.” He believes that a collective
security framework for the region might address three significant issues:

o |ragi Rearmament and Security. Ken believes that the Iraqgis, due to the “tough neighborhood” they live in,
will be tempted to rearm in a manner that makes their neighbors feel less secure. A collective security
framework and arms control could render Iragi rearmament less controversial with its neighbors.

o lIran. Ken believes that a regional forum regarding Iran before it has nuclear capability could make the
Iranians feel secure enough to persuade them not to “go nuclear.” The forum remains important even if Iran
becomes a nuclear state since the Iranians have proven themselves “totally incapable” of reading U.S.
intentions towards them. There is a reasonable expectation that Iran would participate in a regional security
forum given its participation in the “six plus two” talks. If Iran declined an invitation, it would constitute a
public blow to the Teheran regime’s legitimacy both at home and abroad.

e Leqitimacy of U.S. Military Presence in the Gulf. U.S. participation in a regional security forum and/or the
agreement by the parties regarding U.S. regional military presence could help legitimize a residual U.S.
presence in the region, moderating the sentiment that the U.S. is there to dominate the AOR. In essence, the
proposed forum could facilitate “keep[ing] the Americans in, the Iranians out, and the Iragi’s down.”

3. Ken referenced a forthcoming book that he is working with others at the Brookings Institution on the
topic of Iraq, and indicated it would not be kind to the U.S. military in general, and CENTCOM in
specific. Ken offered to float a copy of it when in near-final form, for our review and (if appropriate)
comment back to him. We told Ken we would greatly appreciate the courtesy, and are awaiting his
transmission of the article. We will mark-up and pass to you ASAP upon receipt.
